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Directors' Report

The challenge of the '80s

The time has come for basic changes
in the Canadian broadcasting system.
Canadian television, as a cultural
expression and influence, is seriously
threatened. The original structure of the
system, the principle of Canadian orien-
tation on which it was founded, and the
economics of the broadcasting industry
as a whole, are all being eroded. They
must all be examined and reaffirmed, in
new or strengthened form, if Canadian
television is to reflect and serve the
country as it was intended to do.

In our last annual report we spoke of
the developing crisis in Canadian televi-
sion as American programs, both
directly through cable and indirectly
through many private Canadian sta-
tions, have come to dominate the over-
all Canadian system. Two out of every
three hours of English television in
Canada are foreign, mostly American.
American programs occupy 75 per cent
of the viewing time of English Cana-
dians, and about 40 per cent of the
viewing time of French Canadians. And
Canadian producers and film makers
are expected to produce comparable
programs for less than half the budgets
of their U.S. competitors.
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In our report we spoke of the CBC's
own attempts, with limited resources,
to even the balance somewhat by con-
tinuing to improve and increase its
Canadian programming. We spoke of
our plans to provide more air time and
exposure for Canadian material by
means of second French and English
channels, CBC-2.We spoke of the new
technologies that are coming into use,
such as direct satellite transmission
and fibre optics, and the problems they
bring with them for Canadian broad-
casters by increasing both the Ameri-
can programming available to Cana-
dians and the fragmentation of the
Canadian audience. We concluded our
report with the hope that all the
members of the Canadian broadcasting
community-public and private broad-
casters, legislators, regulators-would
act together to "shape and support our
broadcasting system in the interest of
all Canadians."

Signs of progress

Events in the past year have helped to
crystallize some of these issues and to
focus attention on them. We sense a
growing concern, not only in the broad-
casting industry, but at the regulatory
and political levels, on the part of
cultural leaders and among thoughtful
Canadians generally, that Canadian
television must reflect Canadian Iife-
that national identity and national pride
rest as much on cultural and human
factors as on economic or institutional
questions.

We were gratified to see, for example,
the recommendation of the Clyne Com-
mittee (The Consultative Committee on
the Implications of Telecommunica-
tions for Canadian Sovereignty) for
"immediate action to establish a ration-
al structure for telecommunications in
Canada as a defence against the further
loss of sovereignty in all its economic,
social, cultural and political aspects."
We were encouraged to note the
appointment of a federal advisory com-
mittee to review national policies and
objectives in the arts. And we were
pleased that the regulatory body, the
Canadian Radio-television and Telecom-
munications Commission, was also
drawing attention to these national
questions. In renewing CBC network
licences, the CRTC agreed "that the
overwhelming exposure of U.S. pro-
gramming in Canada influences and
conditions Canadians to American
social and cultural values and that this
is a matter of fundamental importance."

In a particularly important development,
the CRTC formed a committee to
receive proposals on three related ques-
tions: service to northern and remote
communities, satellite distribution of
television programming, and the intro-
duction of pay television.

Seeking a common goal

These are difficult and diverse issues,
and in the already complex broadcast-
ing environment of Canada, not every-
one looks at them from the same point
of view. But there is one common goal
we should all be able to agree on, if we
accept the principles of the Broadcast-
ing Act under which we all operate.
That goal is this: to fashion a television
service that truly reflects the Canadian
community; and that carries this sense
of Canadianism to viewers in every part
of the country.

Given such a goal, there is one simple
test we can apply to any proposed
change or addition to our broadcasting
system: will it increase the production
of quality Canadian programming, and
will it contribute to greater viewing of
Canadian programming? That is the
measure we used, in the CBC, in pre-
paring our recommendations to the
CRTC on service to the north, on pay
television, and on satellite transmission
as a whole.

Satellite service to remote areas

Television has a special importance in
the Canadian north, where it must
attempt to serve both the native
peoples and the relative newcomers,
each with their different priorities and
interests. The question posed by the
CRTC was how best to use satellite
delivery to achieve a better balance
between service in southern Canada,
with the widest choice of television
channels in the world, and those
northern and remote communities
which have no television at all or only
the basic service of the CBC.



We suggested a two-stage method of
getting the main national and regional
services to isolated viewers. In the first
stage the CSC would make use of time
gaps on the two satellite channels now
used for distribution of the Corpora-
tion's Parliamentary coverage. During
these unused periods, the CSC would
provide the north with packages of
network programming supplied for this
purpose by the private French and
English networks, TVA and CTV.

For the second stage, we proposed that
broadcasters should work together to
make a package of other Canadian ser-
vices, such as programs from the pro-
vincial educational networks and the
private regional broadcasters, to be
added to the satellite for distribution as
capacity permitted.

Funding for this special extension of
private services should, in the CSC's
view, come from government, much as
the CSC's Accelerated Coverage Plan
for small communities was specially
funded by the federal government in
1974.

Northern regional programming

Although national and southern pro-
gramming will be welcome to many
residents of the north, it is equally
essential that there be a regional ser-
vice to link northern communities and
reflect northern lifestyles and interests.

The CSC has contributed to the produc-
tion and acquisition of northern pro-
gramming, some of it from native
groups. Sut budget limitations, the lack
of any special funding for northern tele-
vision, and the high cost of producing
programs in the north have combined
to limit our progress. We feel that a
comprehensive northern program ser-
vice will require a partnership in which
Parliament, the federal and territorial
governments, the northern people them-
selves, and the CSC and the CRTC will
all have a share of responsibility.

To expand its own efforts in the north,
the CSC will request funding from Par-
liament for a plan to increase regional
television production in Yellowknife and
to establish a second production centre
in Whitehorse. A major Inuit-oriented
production centre is also needed, but
whether it would be most useful as a
CSC operation or an independent one
will have to be decided. The CSC
centres would produce and procure
northern programs, offer job opportuni-
ties for northerners, and work closely
with northern residents to determine
their needs. The CSC would also
encourage and assist independent
native production groups and provide
them with access to local CSC
transmitters.

Pay television

Regarding pay TV, we have urged cau-
tion in the past and we still do. Another
influx of American material, merely for
entrepreneurial profit, would bring
Canadian broadcasting more problems
than benefits. Sut when we reach the
point where pay TV in some form
appears inevitable, then we must
design a system which counterbalances
the importation of U.S. films by contri-
buting directly to an increase in Cana-
dian film and television programming.

The pay TV services we envisage would
be controlled by the national broad-
casters-the CSC's French and English
networks and the privately-owned CTV
and TVA networks-but would be oper-
ated at arm's length from them. The
independent producers would act as
program suppliers. The pay TV services
would design the schedules, commis-
sion and procure the programs, and be
responsible for their delivery by satellite
to the cable companies. The cable com-
panies, in their role as carriers or exhi-
bitors, would market the services to the
public.

Pay TV would be a non-profit enter.
prise. Net revenues would flow to the
production of additional Canadian
programming for the networks of the
national broadcasters, because only
they can reach every part of the country
and pass the benefit of additional Cana.
dian programming to viewers every-
where. The independent producers
would benefit in several ways: the net.
works would look to them for a large
part of this new national programming;
pay TV itself would create a new
market for Canadian films and other
independent productions; and the pay
TV services would allocate five per cent
of gross revenue to a fund for experi-
mental program development.

Initially at least, pay television would be
a national monopoly-for the good rea-
son that a competitive and fragmented
pay TV market would create high pro-
gram costs and would not generate any
appreciable net revenues for Canadian
programming. The pay TV schedule
itself would consist largely of popular
fare, such as movies and light enter-
tainment. While we believe it will be
capable of absorbing virtually the whole
of the current inventory of Canadian
feature films, existing and under pro-
duction, the "Canadianism" of pay TV
should be measured not so much by its
own schedules as by the amount of
Canadian programming it finances for
the broadcasting system as a whole.
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Rebuilding the national system

The more we explore these various
issues, the more we see the urgency of
acting now, as a matter of national
policy, to reshape and rationalize the
whole television system-to make it
more Canadian.

Equalizing the availability of Canadian
services to the north would be one step
in this process. Making pay TV an inte-
gral and productive part of the system
would be another. Sut the fundamental
and underlying objective must be to
increase the quantity and quality of
Canadian programming. This will
require a greater contribution not only
from the CSC, but also from the private
broadcasters.

The number of private stations and net-
works should be limited, so that the
commercial revenue available to the pri-
vate sector would be enough to finance
its contribution to Canadian program-
ming. Other questions of funding would
have to be decided too, such as the
often-proposed idea of long-term financ-
ing for the CSC, and the possibility of
looking to cable revenues for additional
program funding, after reasonable
profits.
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Another contribution to an increase in
Canadian programming could be the
development of specialized services
such as the CSC's present Parliamen-
tary coverage, and movie and sports
channels on pay TV. And as we pro-
ceed with the Canadianization process,
we should also continue the present
CRTC regulation allowing no more than
four American channels to be carried
on Canadian cable services.

Planning a new CBC

The CSC's own role in a revitalized
Canadian system should be a major
one, reflecting our national mandate.
Our central goal is to provide in televi-
sion, as completely as we already do in
radio, a distinctive Canadian service
offering a wide range of high quality
programs both light and serious,
reflecting and involving the whole of
Canada and its many different regions
and peoples.

We are already at work, as funds allow,
on increasing the Canadian content in
our television schedules, with a target
over the next few years of 80 per cent
in prime time, and 70 per cent in the
overall schedule. We want to proceed
with CSG-2, to provide viewers with a
more serious and specialized program
mix to complement our primary ser-
vices. We want to increase production
in some specific program areas, such
as Canadian drama, documentary, and
arts and science programming. We
want to increase our reflection of
Canada's regional, linguistic and ethnic
identities. We want to continue the
development of regional programming.
We will continue to provide Parliamen-
tary coverage as a satellite-to-cable
service.

Adapting and planning for the future
must of course take into account the
realities of the present. The Corporation
relies on 33 privately-owned affiliated
stations in communities across the
country to reach between 30 and 35 per
cent of the audience for its primary
television services. These communities
in turn rely on the affiliated stations for
local programming. In consultation and
co-operation with our affiliates, we
embarked this year on a study to exa-
mine affiliate relationships in the con-
text of changing CSC program goals
and anticipated changes in the broad-
casting environment as a whole.

In radio, our program goals for the
future are essentially to build on the
many achievements of the present.
CSC radio enjoys both a Canadian and
an international reputation for excel-
lence. The CRTC, in renewing our radio
network licences in 1979, said, "If any
element of the Corporation's program-
ming activities should draw praise, it is
the radio service. The CSC has suc-
ceeded in its efforts to create a diffe-
rent, original, varied and useful radio
network ... The CSC continues to pro-
vide a distinctive alternative to private
radio, to support performers and writers
and to give expression to the Canadian
identity." Of course we must recognize
that excellence still has to be sustained
-and rewarded-by adequate resources.
Radio will not be forgotten in our fund-
ing just because it is doing a good job.



A year of achievement

Looking at CBC operations over the
past year we can point to impressive
programming and to considerable suc-
cess in other areas as well, although
financially the year was a difficult one.
The all-important development process
for new programs was seriously slowed
when our projected operating budget
for 1979-80was reduced by $71 million
to a Parliamentary appropriation of
$477.4 million. Inflation factors affect-
ing goods and services, together with
previously negotiated wage agreements,
brought about unavoidable increases of
close to $50 million, which had to be
financed by corresponding reductions
in many areas including some program
services. Additionally, the reduction in
the Parliamentary appropriation for
capital expenditures from $79.5 million
in 1978-79to $45 million in 1979-80
made it necessary for us to slow both
the extension of CBC service to small
communities and the replacement of
aging equipment. Details of our expen-
ditures are given in the financial sec-
tion of this report.

In program terms, this was perhaps the
most successful year in the Corpora-
tion's history. Both French and English
services won major program awards,
including an International Emmy and
the Golden Rose of Montreux for
English television's variety special Rich
Little's Christmas Carol; the Prague
d'Or for concert works for French televi-
sion's Ie Sacre du printemps; a Bell-
Northern Research Award for a science
segment of Antenne 5 on French radio;
and a Peabody Award for English
radio's The Longest Journey, a personal
record of pregnancy and childbirth.
French and English television, in co-
operation with educational broadcasters
in Ontario and Mississippi and with
Yehudi Menuhin as host, produced the
eight.part series The Music of Man,
which is now being seen international-
ly. One of the largest audiences in CBC
history watched the two-part historical
drama Riel on the English and French
networks.

English radio, celebrating such achieve-
ments as the 25-year record of the liter-
ary series Anthology, held a national
radio week to acquaint new listeners
with CBC program quality and diversity.
French radio developed new styles of
presentation for some of its major infor-
mation programs, and enriched its
music programming on FM. Radio
Canada International marked 35 years
of shortwave broadcasting to listeners
around the world.

A wide range of CBC television pro-
grams consistently attracted audiences
of well over a million, and there was a
steady growth in radio audiences too.
Even in a highly competitive field, with
audiences fragmented among many
stations, CBC radio and television have
demonstrated that if high quality Cana-
dian programming is available, it will
find an enthusiastic audience among
Canadian listeners and viewers.

We made progress in other areas as
well. Program policies were developed
on the CBC's responsibility as a mirror
of events and opinions in the debate on
the Quebec referendum, and on the
importance of reflecting and examining
the role of women in Canadian society.
We enlarged our understanding of our
audiences and their needs through
such measures as public forums, advi-
sory councils, and informal meetings
with particular groups. We announced
our intention, beginning in 1981, to
move our English network television
news from 11:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. This
will be a more convenient time for
viewers and will also present the oppor-
tunity to take another step in the Cana-
dianization of our prime time evening
schedule.

Acting on our continuing commitment
to give support to independent Cana-
dian producers, both our French and
English television networks are now
organized to deal more effectively with
this aspect of our operations. The
English network, which receives more
than 400 independent proposals each
year, has set up a new department to
deal specifically with these proposals
and to represent the interests of the
independent producers with other CBC
departments. In the French network,
some 300 independent proposals a year
are received and considered through
the film purchasing department. The
CBC intends to look to the private pro-
ducers for a substantial proportion of
its increases in Canadian programming.

In our employment practices, we intro-
duced an affirmative action plan to
equalize job access for men and
women and to increase the number of
women in the CBC labour force. We
continued to develop our staff training
programs and to assess and update our
management systems.

Throughout the year, we have spoken
out strongly in the discussion of urgent
broadcasting issues. In spite of the
complexities of Canadian broadcasting,
and the sometimes conflicting priorities
in different parts of the system, we
believe that we can work together
toward a common goal. We want a tele-
vision system that is clearly and confi-
dently Canadian, that speaks to us of
ourselves, and that is not overwhelmed
by friendly but foreign voices. Our radio
system, public and private, points the
way in many respects to what Canada
can achieve in television if we all tackle
the problem now with resolve, imagina-
tion, and a realistic approach to funding.

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English Television

Despite the effects of budget cuts, and
with a number of major projects com-
ing to completion from earlier begin-
nings, the programming year was a par-
ticularly strong one.

This was the season of Riel, the epic
drama about one of Canada's most con-
troversial historical figures. It was the
season of The Music of Man, tracing
mankind's musical heritage down the
ages from prehistory to the present, in
an eight-part series with Yehudi
Menuhin. It was the season of Election
'79 and, nine months later, Election '80,
and the CBC news team's comprehen-
sive coverage of both.

Other notable programs included the
fifth estate's affecting documentary on
child victims of leukemia, Fighting
Back; Supercow, about Canada's inter-
national success in breeding Holstein-
Friesians; and the powerful two-part
film, Dieppe 1942.There were the arts
and music specials of Spectrum, an
expanded Nature of Things with David
Suzuki, the topical dramas of For the
Record, drama specials such as
Crossbar.

The family drama series A Gift to Last
and King of Kensington concluded
highly successful runs of several years
each. The Great Detective returned.
New situation comedies were offered in
Flappers and Daniel, Nellie, Emma and
Ben; popular anthology drama was pre-
sented in CBC Marquee.

The International Year of the Child was
observed on CBC-TVwith a number of
specials: Why Should I Care? on the
universal concerns of children; Prom-
ises to Keep, on the rights of children;
and A Gift of Song, an all-star concert
from the UN in New York, in aid of
UNICEF. Also in the Year of the Child,
CBC introduced WOW, a new Saturday
hour of children's specials ranging from
adventure drama to song and dance
shows.

This was also the year leading up to
the Quebec referendum. CBC's national
news team provided continuing cover-
age of referendum developments, and
the subject was also explored in Deci-
sion, a new half-hour series from Mont-
real. News and current affairs specials
as the vote drew near included The Ref-
erendum: Made in Quebec. Preparations
were made for a two-hour simultaneous
presentation with the French network,
on Quarterly Report/Tel quel.

There was increased co-operation
between English and French television
networks, with such telecasts in com-
mon as The Music of Man (produced in
both English and French versions), Riel,
the opera Cendrillon from the National
Arts Centre, Vancouver's Beach-
combers, and Andre Laplante and Louis
Quilico, French network productions
also seen on the English network series
Spectrum.

There was also more CBC exposure for
independent Canadian productions -
programs such as The Newcomers,
Cities, The Challengers, Ben Wicks, and
the animated cartoon special Easter
Fever. Such National Film Board pro-
ductions as Lynn Symour: In a Class of
Her Own, and Margaret Laurence: First
Lady of Manawaka were seen on
Spectrum.

Superspecial: Oscar Peterson.

Superspecials consistently drew large
audiences, with such stars as Anne
Murray, Burton Cummings, Toller
Cranston, Carroll Baker, Oscar
Peterson, Wayne and Shuster. The Raes
were featured in their own variety
series. The season also saw the con.
tinued success of Front Page Chal-
lenge, The Tommy Hunter Show,
Marketplace, Ombudsman, and a variety
of sports coverage.

Regional programs were given wider cir-
culation through exchange with other
CBC regions, through additional expo-
sure on CBC affiliates, and in a new
afternoon series on the national net-
work, Today From... , reviewing the
week's local current affairs program-
ming across the country. The regional
centres also produced programs speci-
fically for the national schedules, such
as Vancouver's many Superspecials
and Winnipeg's new Medicine Show on
health and medical topics.

CBC programs and performers won a
number of national and international
awards, including an International
Emmy and the Golden Rose of Mont-
reux, both for Rich Little's Christmas
Carol. The quality and diversity of the
schedule could also be measured in
steadily increasing sales to other
countries.

There were a dozen or more CBC-TV
series that consistently attracted more
than a million viewers, and the audi-
ences for some CBC specials reached
unprecedented totals. Riel, for instance,
achieved a quarter-hour average audi-
ence on the two television networks,
English and French, of over four million
viewers for Part 1 and almost four mil-
lion for Part 2. The May 22 federal elec-
tion (Election '79) on the English net-
work reached a total audience of 5.4
million.

French Television

The program year was notable for a
number of special events ranging from
federal elections to the international
travels of Pope John Paul II; for the
developing public debate on the Que-
bec referendum; and for a variety of
special programs and projects marking
the International Year of the Child.

In news programming, the late night
Telejournal provided the network's main
service. The audience for Telejournal
was up from the previous season, main-
taining an average of more than 800,000
viewers and sometimes reaching more
than a million. The early evening maga-
zine program Ce soir, with more than
half a million viewers, included a half-
hour period of news followed by analy-
sis and discussion of current events.
Highlights from the House of Commons
and the Quebec National Assembly
were also a regular part of the schedule
in la Semaine parlementaire and la
Semaine a l'Assemblee nationale. News
specials numbered more than 60.

A weekly treatment of current events
was provided by Telemag, sometimes
reaching more than a million viewers,
by Hebdo-dimanche, and by Noir sur
blanc.

In line with its special mandate, Tel
quel/Quarterly Report continued to
report on major issues confronting
Canada. Working together, production
teams from the French and English
services dealt with such topics as the
institution of the family, political and
economic developments in the Cana-
dian west, and the Canadian labour
movement. They also prepared a two-
hour special, for simultaneous telecast
on both networks, on the subject of the
Quebec referendum.

The main French network vehicle for
coverage of the referendum debate was
the series I'Enjeu. The objective of the
series was to identify all the elements
of the debate - constitutional, politi-
cal, economic, social and cultural -
and to deal with them in depth.

Regular items relating to the referen-
dum were also presented in other infor-
mation programs, depending on their
particular fields of interest. The Nation-
al Assembly debate on the referendum
wording was reflected in excerpts and
summaries. And, completing the range
of coverage prior to the formal cam-
paign and the vote itself, daily free
expressions of opinion were jointly pro-
duced with the French radio service.

L'Enfance a vivre, a special project initi-
ated by the women's program depart-
ment, attempted to broaden the
viewer's understanding of children.
Using contributions from a number of
program departments, the series
explored some 40 child-related subjects
in the course of the year.

Telejeans continued throughout the
summer at the Man and His World exhi-
bition, where the French service set up
an exhibit for children. Telejeans also
launched a major survey among chil-
dren to discover their views about
society and their hopes for the future.
La Parole aux enfants gave children an
opportunity to be heard on subjects
such as war, love, the family, suffering,
poverty and old age. On the program
Bobino, letters were exchanged with
children in other countries.

En Acadie pour rester: Madawaska folk dancers.

Sports specials during the year included
the Pan.American Games in Puerto
Rico, the Track and Field World Cup
from Montreal, and the Canoe-Kayak
World Championships from Jonquiere.

There was an increase in regional and
affiliate contributions to the schedule,
through such programs as En mouve-
ment, Magazine-Express, Sur des roulet.
tes, Reflets d'un pays, Pulsion, Hors
sentier, A contrepoids, Echos de la
Riviere Rouge, Pistroli, D'amour et
d'eau fraiche, les Ateliers, Genies en
herbe and Femme d'aujourd'hui.
Particular mention should be made of
the variety special En Acadie pour
rester, a production by the Moncton
regional station commemorating the
375th anniversary of Acadia.

Programs by independent producers
included Frederic, the documentary
series I'Age de I'energie, documentary
films on Montreal and on church
organs in Quebec, and the feature
length film Une naissance apprivoisee.

The weekly series Les Beaux Diman-
ches included such items as the Gala
de I'ADISQ (Association du disque et
de I'industrie du spectacle queMcois),
an evening of Soviet television, a pro-
gram marking the 40th anniversary of
the National Film Board, a number of
important documentaries in the Dos-
siers series such as Einstein and Pro-
fessional Sport, and several dramas
including five by Canadian writers:
Dancing Eros, les Violons de I'automne,
les Cloches de I'enfer, Son dernier role
and Le plus clair de son temps. The
Beaux Dimanches schedule also
offered some notable music produc-
tions, such as Massenet's opera Cen-
drillon from the National Arts Centre,
Portrait de Louis Quilico, Stravinsky's
Firebird and a violin recital by Ida
Haendel.

Among new programs introduced in
1979-80were les Grands Personnages
de I'Histoire en papier, les Pelerins, the
youth series Siocnarf, Place du fonda-
teur, la Fine cuisine d'Henri Bernard,
the serial Caroline, and the variety
shows Propulsion CTF and Winston
McQuade rer;oit.

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English Radio

Moving into the eighties with confi-
dence, despite budget cuts, CBC Radio
(mono) and CBC Stereo (FM) are begin-
ning to offer listeners across Canada
two increasingly distinctive and com-
plementary radio services. The first
CBC Radio Week (February 24 to March
1,1980) brought the two services into
focus both nationally and locally, bring-
ing the quality and diversity of CBC
programming to the attention of poten-
tial new listeners.

Among the year's program highlights,
CBC radio presented a number of spe-
cials and series for the International
Year of the Child. These programs
included Echoes of Children, a cantata
dedicated to the child victims of the
Nazi persecution, by Toronto composer
Ben Steinberg; Our Future Selves, a
series on Open Circuit, looking realisti-
cally at options open to children and
their parents; and Episode at Big Quill,
a 45-minute music.drama written and
composed on commission by Norman
Symonds.

The literary series Anthology celebrated
its 25th anniversary. Over the years,
Anthology has given the first national
exposure to such now-famous writers
as Mordecai Richler, Alice Munro and
Timothy Findley, and the series con-
tinues to encourage new writing talent.

As It Happens: Alan Maitland, Barbara Frum.
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As It Happens, Sunday Morning and
Morningside, in different ways but all
reaching a million listeners or more,
continued to bring the world to CBC
audiences. News and current affairs
programs were distinguished in 1979-80
for their in-depth coverage of two fede-
ral political campaigns climaxed by the
general elections of May 1979 and
February 1980.

News and current affairs programs also
covered the political, economic and
social factors surrounding the
approaching Quebec referendum. Daily
programs such as Morningside and As
It Happens included excerpts from the
debate in the Quebec legislature and
comments from all parts of the country.
There was also major documentary and
feedback treatment on weekends in
Sunday Morning and Cross Country
Checkup. Plans were made to assign
special reporters in Ottawa and Quebec
City for the discussions of constitution-
al issues, and to provide full coverage
of the referendum itself at the time of
the vote.

The sports highlight of the broadcast
year was CBC radio coverage of the
Winter Olympics at Lake Placid.

New programs launched during the year
included Anybody Home? a magazine
show for children inviting their own
ideas and participation; Open Circuit,
concerning social and religious issues;
In Other Words, a new arts program;
the drama series Soundstage; and a
nightly entertainment showcase, Variety
Tonight.

Arts National on CBC Stereo was
moved to a more appropriate evening
time slot, and the four-to-six period it
vacated was taken over by Sound Track,
a program of relaxed music and com-
mentary from Winnipeg. Arts National's
particular achievements of the season
included a four-part, 10-hour dramatiza-
tion of Robertson Davies' Deptford
Trilogy, adapted and directed by Ron
Hartmann and with an all-star cast; and
Cendrillon, the acclaimed National Arts
Centre production of the Massenet
opera.

The year's international award winners
on CBC radio included Freud Revisited,
from Ideas, and McCarthy and the Arts,
from Signature, which both won
Armstrong Awards for FM program-
ming. Mostly Beecham, a Mostly Music
series commemorating the extraordi-
nary career of Sir Thomas Beecham,
won a Gabriel Award for creative enter-
tainment programming. Also in 1979,
the Monaco Radio Contest's top prize
for originality went to CBC Radio's Star
Begotten, a science fiction rock musi-
cal by Mark Rodden.

Between the 1976 and 1979 fall surveys
of the Bureau of Broadcast Measure-
ment, CBC-owned-and-operated stations
of the English radio network increased
their weekly hours of tuning by 29 per
cent, to 23.2 million hours. In 1979, the
increase was 11 per cent over the pre-
vious year, while all-radio tuning in
Canada in 1979 increased by only seven
per cent over the previous year.

Average hours per listener tuned to
CBC Radio every week were 8.5 hours;
the 1976 average was 7.2 hours per
week. This increase of 18 percent, from
1976 to 1979, indicates the growing
attraction of CBC programming for
Canadian audiences.

French Radio

In a continuing effort to improve its
public service and community program-
ming, the French AM network assigned
all its stations brief hourly periods dur-
ing the day for announcements of
regional activities.

In news programming there was a con-
siderable increase not only in air time
but also in the frequency of daily bulle-
tins (19)on the national and regional
networks, and in the updating of bulle-
tins (15) for different time zones. The
major network news programs are Ie
Monde ce matin at 8:00 a.m., Ie Monde
maintenant at noon, De tous les points
du monde at 5:30 p.m., and Ie Monde ce
soir at 10:00 p.m. At the regional level,
Montreal-Express improved its audience
ratings in relation to other Montreal sta-
tions from 4:45 p.m. onward.

In current affairs, the format and objec-
tives of the regular programs I'Evene-
ment, Aux 20 heures, Commentaires
and Present a I'ecoute remained
unchanged, but the format of the differ-
ent editions of Present was completely
revamped. The areas of interest covered
by last year's Present national, Present
quebecois, Present metropolitain and
Au rythme du monde, together with
international affairs, were combined in
one large magazine program called sim-
ply Present. This new arrangement
accounts for 136 minutes of air time
daily, divided into seven blocks of dif-
ferent lengths and formats which are
broadcast variously on the full network
across Canada, in Quebec, in areas out-
side Quebec, and in metropolitan
Montreal.

A new series in the public affairs
schedule is Antenne 5. This is another
regrouping of several elements, this
time into a single weekly magazine run-
ning for five consecutive hours. A
"headline", and individual sections on
economics, the arts, science, and inter-
national affairs, are interspersed with
music.

Over the year, events related to the
Quebec referendum were regularly
covered by news and current affairs
programs throughout the radio sched-
ule. At the same time there was provi-
sion for full and in-depth treatment of
referendum issues in the weekly pro-
gram A suivre. In this series, all aspects
of the public debate on the future of
Canada were dealt with a variety of for-
mats. There were also daily five-minute
opinion shows open to all points of
view, broadcast shortly after the start of
the National Assembly debate, as well
as specials on the Assembly debate
itself. In all, the approaching referen-
dum was given an important place in
the radio schedule.

Some 90 news specials were produced
during the year, totalling over 75 hours
of air time, and dealing with such sub-
jects as the two federal election nights,
the European Parliament, the Iranian
crisis and the visit of Pope John Paul II
to the United States.

Changes in FM programming were
mainly in the area of music. The morn-
ing and afternoon programs were con-
siderably enriched with information on
the music scene. Musique en fete,
broadcast every day from 9:00 a.m. to
noon, invites the comments of musi-
cians and musicologists on particular
occasions such as an anniversary, the
appearance of a new book on music, or
some other musical event. In this way,
composers and performers can be in
closer touch with the audience almost
every day.

Arts and cultural programming included
increasing contributions from the vari-
ous regions of the country, particularly
in the series Ie Temps d'une ville.

Audience response to the FM network's
programs during the past three years
has been encouraging. The surveys
show a steady growth from one season
to another, in both the number of
listeners and the length of time spent
listening.

There was widespread interest in
obtaining scripts of the ornithology
series Ie 8estiaire de I'ete, and some
10,000 copies were distributed to
listeners. The public also responded
with interest and approval to a 10-part
series on the economy of Canada, in
the program I'Econotheque. Some 4,000
scripts were distributed. Recently, the
radio network has also distributed tape
cassettes of selected programs,
announcing their availability at the time
of broadcast.

As a result of budget cuts, certain radio
projects such as the plan for 24-hour
broadcasting have been put aside. At
the network centre and the other sta-
tions in Quebec it has been necessary
to drop some non-essential activities
and to reallocate resources in order to
absorb rising operating costs. Despite
these factors it has been possible to
maintain the quality of service and
even, in the stations outside Quebec, to
make a few improvements.

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Northern Broadcasting

cac's Northern Radio Service, estab-
lished in 1958, is designed to meet the
special needs of northerners - Inuit,
Dene, Metis and non-native. Each of
five radio production centres in the
north - at Yellowknife, Inuvik,
Frobisher Bay and Rankin Inlet in the
Northwest Territories, and Whitehorse
in the Yukon - prepares programs for
its own area. Listeners in each of these
'sub-regions' hear a combination of
national and northern-produced pro-
grams. Sub-regional programs may be
heard in Inuktitut, Dogrib, Siavey,
Chipewyan, Inuvialookton, Hareskin,
Loucheux or English.

• With the establishment of a produc-
tion centre in Rankin Inlet, Inuit staff
and community reporters are now con-
tributing to a daily one-hour current
affairs series about the Keewatin region
west of Hudson Bay, in the dialect of
its people.

• For Inuit communities in the Eastern
Arctic, Inuit staff at Frobisher Bay
developed the popular Inuktitut maga-
zine series Tausonii, featuring Inuit
legends, discussions, humour and
music.

• To reflect outlying communities,
many program hosts took their shows
on the road, broadcasting live from
hotel lobbies or community centres.
Station staff also continued to hold
community meetings.

• Strings of freelance reporters were
established in each of the sub-regions
to contribute material to the morning
shows.

• Recordings of northern musicians
were improved in quality by the use of
multi-track recording techniques.

• Teams of native-language broad-
casters covered events such as the
Northern Games in Inuvik, the Arctic
Winter Games in Whitehorse, federal
and territorial elections, and Territorial
Council meetings.

• For the first time, training courses for
Inuktitut-speaki ng announcer/ operators
were conducted in their own language.

• CBC provided community radio equip-
ment for the twin communities of Rae
and Edzo. Community radio was also
introduced in Fort Norman, and out-
dated equipment in Eskimo Point was
replaced.

• For better representation of the large-
ly non-native audience south of Great
Slave Lake, a CBC reporter was relo-
cated from Yellowknife to Hay River,
and a string of freelance reporters was
established in communities along the
south of the lake.

• Southern production facilities for the
Northern Service moved from Montreal
to Ottawa, where many northern-related
bodies, making decisions about the
north, are located.

cac's Northern Television Service was
introduced in 1967, but for the most
part has been unable to develop region-
al production because of a lack of spe-
cial funding. While there is much prog-
ress to be made, some needs were met
this year:

• This was the first full year of opera-
tion for the CBC's television centre in
Yellowknife, providing the first facilities
in the north for the packaging and pro-
duction of television material.

• The Yellowknife centre is producing a
monthly magazine series Our Ways,
which showcases films and videotapes
by and about northerners.

• The Nunatsiakmiut series, produced
by an independent film group based in
Frobisher Bay, continued.

• There were specials on the federal
elections, the Arctic Winter Games and
the Northern Games. The first access
program was aired, looking at the Dene
stand on land claims. A northern-
produced two-part documentary about
early life along the Mackenzie River, We
Remember, was shown on the national
network.

• An introductory four-week Super 8
film workshop was held in Yellowknife
for novice northern film makers.

The Northern Quebec Service, estab-
lished in 1979 with its own Director and
under the jurisdiction of CBC's French
Services Division, is concentrating on
developing and enriching CBC services
in the native communities of northern
Quebec.

• In February, 1980, an agreement was
signed with Taqramiut Nipingat, an
Inuit organization, providing the Nor-
thern Quebec Service with a network of
correspondents from the dozen or so
Inuit communities of Quebec.

• The Northern Quebec Service has
also initiated closer relationships with
other native people, such as the Attika-
meks of the upper St. Maurice Valley
and the Montagnais of the St. Lawrence
North Shore.

• In collaboration with other agencies
dealing with the north, the Quebec
Northern Service has continued the pro-
duction of broadcast recordings featur-
ing native performers.

• Complete CBC service, French and
English, was provided to the Cree com-
munity of Mistassini. Fort George and
Paint Hills received additional television
transmitters to replace an unsatisfac-
tory bilingual service.

Radio Canada International

• RCI celebrated its 35th anniversary on
February 25, 1980. On the same day
RCI completed its move from La Maison
de Radio-Canada to a new location, La
Tourelle, still in Montreal. La Tourelle
houses the headquarters staff of RCI
and provides in-house broadcast
facilities.

• The President of the CBC and the
Under-Secretary of State for External
Affairs met during the year to formalize
relationships between the two bodies.
The policies of the External Affairs
department form the basis for deci-
sions on RCI target.area and language
priorities but the CBC maintains full
responsibility for the programming and
editorial policies of RCI.

• In September 1979, RCI saw the com-
pletion of the 10-yearSackville Develop-
ment Project whereby five new 250 kW
transmitters and associated high-gain
antennas were installed at the trans-
mitter site. The project was originally
designed to improve RCI capacities in
the highly competitive shortwave field.

• Just as this project was completed,
however, the World Administrative
Radio Conference of 1979 ushered in a
new era of development with the adop-
tion of important new regulations for
the field of high frequency broadcast-
ing. Significant among these was an
expansion of the HF bands allocated to
shortwave broadcasting. In order to
keep pace with other broadcasters in
the field, and to maintain its level of
service, RCI will require further antenna
and transmitter modifications in the
1980s.

• In addition to its regular shortwave
programming, RCI covered the two
Canadian general elections during
1979.80,and directed extended services
to listeners in the United States, South
America, the Caribbean, Europe, the
Middle East and Africa, in English,
French, Spanish and Portuguese. All 11
language sections also provided special
programming on the Winter Olympics.

• An RCI committee was formed to pre-
pare for coverage of the Quebec refer-
endum. A series backgrounding the
issues was broadcast weekly from mid-
November in 11 languages.

• A monthly edition of RCI's OX Digest
is now heard in the Far East via the Sri
Lanka Broadcasting Corporation.
Excerpts from the OX Digest are heard
on five National Public Radio stations
each week in the United States on the
program The World of Radio.

• RCI, in collaboration with I'Editeur
officiel du Quebec and Kebec Disc, par-
ticipated in the production and world.
wide distribution of a six-record box set
titled Musique du Quebec, an album
containing instrumental versions of 108
of the most popular chansonniers'
songs of present-day Quebec.

• The Library of Congress in Washing-
ton, D.C. was presented with a collec-
tion of some 1,250discs (music and
spoken-word) produced by RCI. The
fourteenth such deposit was made to
the State University of New York at
Buffalo, and similar deposits will
continue to be made in Europe and
throughout the United States.

• Three new albums have been added
to the Anthology of Canadian Music,
which now includes the following
composers: Jean Papineau-Couture,
Clermont Pepin, Murray Schafer, John
Weinzweig and Serge Garant.

• An agreement was reached with
North America's largest mail.order dis.
tributor of classical recordings to offer
for world-wide sale to the public, the
five Anthology albums now available as
well as the remaining 31 that will com.
plete the project.

• 112,200topical discs and transcrip-
tions were distributed throughout the
world to some 2,000 subscribers includ-
ing radio stations and Canadian diplo-
matic missions abroad.

• RCI arranged during the year to
extend its active co-operation with
Radio Nederland, Radio Sweden and
Swiss Radio International in joint ven-
tures of information exchange, audio
ence research, provision of technical
data and facilities, and publicity plans.

• In August 1979 during Canada Week
in the United States, two of RCl's
program personnel participated in a
special six-hour program devoted to
Canada over Station KERA Dallas,
Texas. They brought to the American
audience information about Canada
and played over 120 music recordings
representing a broad cross-section of
Canadian talent.

• RCI has also been highly involved
with promoting Canadian artists at
many jazz festivals presented annually
throughout the world. During the year,
an RCI program representative pro-
moted Canadian artists at festivals held
in Montreux, Switzerland; the Hague,
Holland; and Bracknell, Switzerland.

• Audience mail to RCI during the year
totalled 50,000 letters, some of them
reflecting a growing demand for a spe-
cial programming service for Canadians
overseas.

Engineering Highlights

• Although Engineering is most widely
known for the implementation of Capi-
tal Budget projects, 1979 was an impor-
tant year for other activities too. For
example, CBC Engineering was repre-
sented in the Canadian delegation to
the World Administrative Radio Confer-
ence held in Geneva from September
26 to December 6.

• Courses in basic broadcast techno-
logy previously held at the CBC's Tech-
nical Training Centre in Montreal are
being transferred to local technical col-
leges across the country in cities where
CBC has a presence. This has two
advantages. Students are not required
to travel, and the Technical Trpining
Centre can now apply more resources
to highly specialized training in broad-
cast technology.

• Knowledge of the performance of
typical home television receivers is
important to broadcast engineers in
both studio and transmission fields. To
meet this need 11 color receivers from
11 different manufacturers were critical-
ly examined, and very large spreads in
performance, affecting both picture and
sound, were noted.

• A study was conducted and a report
issued on developments in technology
and their impact on CBC radio broad-
casting for the next five years.

• 104 transmitter projects were com-
pleted in 1979. Of these, 75 were Ac-
celerated Coverage Plan installations,
bringing the plan to its half-way point
with an overall total of 330 stations
completed. It is interesting to note that
of all the radio transmitters put into
service this year, only two were in the
standard (AM) broadcast band, the rest
being FM.

• To improve the scope of outside
broadcasting, five special vehicles were
produced by Engineering in 1979.
- A 'silent power generator' capable of
delivering 125 kW was supplied for use
by CBC Toronto. This is the largest out-
put power so far designed for mobile
use in CBC. The sound of the generator
cannot be heard outside the vehicle
during operation.
- Principally for film work, CBC
Vancouver was supplied with a dual-
generator truck, each generator deliver-
ing from 60 to 75 kW of power. A
special feature was built in with the
program The Beachcombers in mind.
One of the generators, also 'silent', may
be lifted off its trailer by a crane attached
to the main vehicle, and placed, for
example, on a boat for filming at sea.
- These three generators are the first
in the CBC to use air-cooled diesel
engines in their operation.
- Vancouver and Toronto were sup-
plied with stereo-mobile units equipped
with control rooms, recording equip-
ment and audio consoles.
- A film mobile unit containing all the
accessories necessary for a major film
production, including a power genera-
tor, was supplied to CBC Toronto. This
is the first such unit in Canada.

• For the purpose of analysing the
technical quality of transmissions from
the CBC's radio, television and stereo
transmitters, a second Quality Assur-
ance Vehicle was designed and put into
service. Simulating home reception at
varying distances from the transmitters,
this vehicle is being used at locations
across Canada.

• Computer-controlled switching and
control equipment for use in radio net-
work operations was installed at
Regina, Sudbury, Inuvik and
Yellowknife.

• During 1979, the Special Events group
of Engineering made all the prepara-
tions necessary to install radio studios
for European and other broadcasters,
including CBC, at the 1980 Winter
Olympics held at Lake Placid.

Staff Programs

• Management concepts in a large
organization such as the CBC must
keep pace with a rapidly changing
social and business environment. During
1979-80,a study was conducted of the
status and structure of the management
group in the CBC in order to identify
more clearly their roles and responsibil-
ities. Over the next year, appropriate
changes will take place in function and
working conditions.

• An affirmative action plan was formu-
lated to equalize job access for men
and women, and to increase the
number of women in the CBC labour
force. Supporting activities included
career awareness workshops for
women, information exchanges with
managers regarding the affirmative
action plan, and a series of seminars
for senior managers on the portrayal of
women in the media.

• CBC training programs are designed
to meet employee needs in many fields
- technical, creative, production,
supervisory and managerial. Major in-
house training facilities are maintained
in Toronto for the English networks, in
Montreal for the French networks, and
at Engineering Headquarters in Mont-
real for specialized technological train-
ing. There are smaller training facilities
at some other locations, and many
training programs have been designed
to be portable, for use wherever they
are needed across the CBC system.
During 1979-80,CBC staff participated
in a total of 18,000 training days. At
March 31, 1980, permanent staff
numbered 12,000.

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Community Relations and
Special Services

• The public forum held in Corner
Brook, Newfoundland early in 1979 was
followed by three more forums in
Moncton, Saskatoon and Quebec City.
Several hundred listeners and viewers
representing these areas met CBC
regional and network staff in informal
discussions about CBC broadcasting.
Radio and television subjects of every
sort were discussed, but the greatest
effect was probably in the area of local
concerns and interests, with partici-
pants able to voice their opinions
directly and the CBC gaining a greater
understanding of local audiences and
their needs.

• Each of the Corporation's six advisory
committees (for English and French
programming on agriculture, religion,
and science and technology) met three
times in the course of the year. They
provided senior program officers with
information about developments in their
particular areas of interest, and reviewed
and assessed CBC programs in those
fields.

• The President and senior officers
from the French and English networks
held a day-long meeting with represen-
tatives of the Canadian Consultative
Council on Multiculturalism. The topics
discussed included the portrayal of
minority groups on television, special
programs on the cultural heritage of
individual groups, and multiculturalism
in staffing. Examples of CBC multicul-
tural programming were screened. The
CBC expressed its intention to keep
multicultural concerns in mind in the
regular evaluation of programs and poli-
cies, and to develop methods of local
and regional consultation.

• The CBC Directors approved a policy
on the portrayal of women in CBC pro-
gramming, in line with commitments
made at the President's 1979 seminar
on this subject. To aid in the implemen-
tation of the policy, a co-ordinating
officer was appointed, who also repre-
sented the CBC at meetings of the
CRTC task force on sexual stereotyping
in the broadcast media. The CBC plans
a follow-up meeting during 1980 with
representatives from the same women's
groups which participated in the 1979
seminar.

• There are now more than 400 CBC
French and English television titles in
distribution for use by the public after
broadcast, for a total running time of
250 hours. These titles, available
through the National Film Board,
include such programs as The Music of
Man, Four Women from the fifth estate,
Initiation a la musique, and Vieillir et
Vivre.Total user demand, including free
loan bookings and purchases of films
and videocassettes, is increasing at a
rate of about 15 per cent a year. In 1979
more than 46,000 loan requests were
filled throughout Canada.

In radio, through CBC Merchandising in
Toronto and French Radio Services in
Montreal, there are-over 3,000 titles
available, with an aggregate running
time of some 2,400 hours.

• A new project in the area of commu-
nity relations was the opening in
Ottawa of a CBC Videotheque, or view-
ing centre, where Members of Parlia-
ment, public officials, researchers, stu-
dents and community organizations can
arrange to see programs which interest
them from a growing library of CBC
television productions, French and
English.

• The CBC continues to deposit pro-
grams and documents with the federal
and provincial archives and universities,
for long-term preservation and for the
purpose of scholarly research. Agree-
ments were reached this year with the
Public Archives of Nova Scotia and
Saskatchewan for the deposit of radio
and television programs, and a process
will be developed for collecting CBC
documents for deposit with the Public
Records division of the Public Archives
of Canada. The CBC Radio drama proj-
ect at Concordia University is now com-
plete and a bibliography will be pub-
lished in 1981. In 1980,CBC will host
the third General Assembly of the Inter-
national Federation of Television
Archives (IFTA).

• In response to a growing desire
among deaf and hearing-impaired Cana-
dians that television be made more
meaningful to them, the CBC continued
its contacts with this segment of the
population and with developers of a
closed-captioning process capable of
allowing broadcasters to better serve
the hard-of-hearing. As the year ended,
the CBC was actively pursuing the pos-
sibility of introducing closed-captioned
CBC television programs as quickly as
both technology and resources become
available.

International Relations

International co-operation among broad.
casters and broadcasting associations
is becoming more and more important
as communications technology
advances. With global and regional sat.
ellite systems, lower satellite rates, and
the development of small electronic
cameras and portable earth stations,
broadcasters have gained easier access
to international events, both political
and cultural. They have had to work
together to plan and co-ordinate their
coverage of these events, and to agree
on operational procedures and tech-
nical standards.

CBC planners, producers and engineers
play an active part in such international
planning through CBC's membership in
the European, Asian and North and
South American associations of nation-
al broadcasters. Highlights of the past
year included the following activities:

• The CBC, as co-ordinator of the activi-
ties of the North American National
Broadcasters Association (NANBA),
organized the participation of the three
U.S. networks, CBC and CTV in the
World Conference of Broadcasters in
Tokyo.

• CBC received 290 visitors from other
national broadcasting organizations to
observe and discuss various CBC oper-
ations including local radio, television,
management practices, planning, and,
in particular, CBC's use of the Cana-
dian satellite system.

• CBC co-ordinated the visit to Canada
of 10 representatives of the Science
Association of the People's Republic of
China. Their interest was mainly in the
popularization of science by the media,
universities and museums .

• Twenty-seven Canadian embassies
abroad are using CBC documentary and
information programs to assist in their
local briefings on Canada.
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• CBC television has increased its par-
ticipation in international sales markets,
with a corresponding increase in pro-
gram sales. Programs were sold in 70
countries, with heavy demand for pro-
grams such as The Music of Man, The
Nature of Things, Initiation a la musi-
que, la Sagouine and Tam Ti Delam.

• Through international co-operation
between broadcasters, CBC received
more than 1,000 hours of recorded pro-
grams from world music festivals, con-
certs, operas, and similar events, and
Canadian musicians and choirs were
heard in other countries.

• CBC provided operational assistance
for 30 countries at the World Athletic
Championship and the World Canoe-
Kayak Championship, both held in Can-
ada. CBC received similar co-operation
at events in Europe and Asia.

• The Commonwealth Broadcasting
Association, in which CBC, along with
BBC and the Australian Broadcasting
Commission, takes a leading part,
renewed its plans for increased training
assistance to Commonwealth coun-
tries.

Operations

Expense
Program and distribution costs amounted to $578.2
million or 87% of the Corporation's total expenditures of
$662.2 million. Included in expense was a write-off of $2.6
million related to Canada's withdrawal from the Moscow
Olympics. The 1979/80 increase over the prior year for
program and distribution costs was $17.0 million compared
to an increase of $81.0 million in 1978/79 over the prior
1977/78 year.

Capital Expenditures

For 1979/80, Parliament voted $45.0 million as "Payment to
the Corporation for capital expenditures in providing a
broadcasting service."

Capital expenditures for the fiscal year amounted to
$44,833,000 leaving a balance of $167,000 refunded to
the government of Canada.

30

The Parliamentary appropriation of $477.4 million was
virtually the same as that of the prior year excluding the
1978 Commonwealth Games. To finance wage settlements
and other price increases, the Corporation cut its capital
budget and effected expenditure reductions in program-
ming and administrative services. The surplus for 1979/80
was $234,000 compared to $2,469,000 for 1978/79.

Despite a reduction in program funds, the English television
schedules did include some major programs such as Riel
and The Music of Man. The French television service also
effected improvements including an increase of daily and
weekend news and greater use of Visnews satellite news
service.

The radio stations and networks of the French and English
language service operated for the year at a net cost of
$121.0 million, the equivalent of $15.66 per household
compared to $15.04 in 1978/79.

The television stations and networks of the English and
French language service operated for the year at a net
cost of $298.0 million. This was equivalent to $38.56 per
household compared to $40.06 in 1978/79.

Radio Canada International broadcasting service in 1979/80
carried out its regular shortwave broadcasting service while
giving effect to the staff reduction program commenced in
the previous year. The service cost $10.0 million in 1979/80
compared to $10.5 million in 1978/79.

The average cost in public funds for all CSC services:
domestic and international, French and English, Radio and
Television, was about $20.00 a year, or approximately five
cents a day (5.5) for each of Canada's 23.9 million people.

Income
Advertising income of $123.7 million increased by $15.7
million over 1978/79. Television advertising income of
$123.0 million and Radio advertising income of $0.7 million
accounted for $15.5 million and $0.2 million respectively
of the total increase of $15.7 million.

I have examined the balance sheet of Canadian
Broadcasting Corporation as at March 31, 1980 and the
statements of income and expense, proprietor's equity
account and changes in financial position for the year then
ended. My examination was made in accordance with
generally accepted auditing standards, and accordingly
included such tests and other procedures as I considered
necessary in the circumstances.

In my opinion, these financial statements give a true

1. Significant accounting policies
The financial statements of the Corporation have been
prepared by management in accordance with Canadian
generally accepted accounting principles consistently
applied. Because a precise determination of many assets and
liabilities is dependent upon future events, the preparation
of periodic financial statements necessarily involves the use of
estimates and approximations. The financial statements
have, in management's opinion, been properly prepared
within reasonable limits of materiality and within the frame-
work of the accounting policies summarized below:
a) Engineering and production supplies
The inventory of engineering and production supplies is
stated at the lower of average cost and replacement cost.
b) Programs completed and in process of production
The inventory of programs completed and in process of
production is stated at cost. Cost includes the cost of goods
and services, direct labour and the share of overhead
expenses applicable to each program. The total program cost
is charged to operations upon broadcast or when programs
are determined unusable.
c) Prepaid film rights
The Corporation enters into contracts for film broadcasting
rights. As payments are made under the terms of each
contract they are reflected in the accounts as prepaid film
rights. The prepaid film rights are then charged to operations
as the films are broadcast or determined unusable.
d) Fixed assets
Fixed assets are stated at cost. Cost includes material,
engineering services, direct labour and related overhead.
Depreciation is based on the estimated useful lives of the
assets, calculated on the straight line method as follows:
Buildings 33 years
Technical equipment:
Transmitters and towers 20 years
Other 10 years

Furnishings and equipment 10 years
Automotive 5 years
Amounts included in uncompleted capital projects are trans-
ferred to the appropriate fixed asset classification upon
completion, and are then depreciated according to the
Corporation's policy.
e) Employee termination benefits
Employee termination benefits are provided in the accounts
as benefits accrue to employees under the respective terms
of employment.
f) Pension Plan
The cost of funding current service pension benefits is
charged to operations as incurred. Unfunded liabilities as
determined by actuarial evaluation are funded by payments
which are charged to operations over periods recommended
by the actuaries and in accordance with regulatory require-
ments. Additional payments are also charged to operations
as made.
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4. Advances from Canada
Advances are made for working capital purposes and are free
of interest. These advances become repayable to the Receiver
General for Canada when cash and treasury bills exceed
the Corporation's requirements for working capital.

5. Loans from Canada
The loans from Canada, all made prior to March 31,1974, were
made to finance the acquisition of fixed assets and bear
interest at various rates as approved by the Minister of
Finance. Payment of principal and interest due after March 31,
1974, (amounting to $282.2 million at March 31,1980) has
been deferred until such time as the Government of Canada
seeks Parliamentary authority to delete the assets which
have been identified in the 1978 Public Accounts to be written
off, or to March 31, 1981, whichever is the earlier, in
accordance with Order in Council P.C. 1979-1105.

6. Pension Plan
The Corporation's pension plan covers substantially all
continuing employees. The total charge against operations
for the plan for the year ended March 31,1980 was $17.3
million ($39.1 million for the year ended March 31, 1979,
which included $19.8 million for the calendar years 1977,
1978 and 1979 as required by the 1977 actuarial valuation, and
an additional amount of $3.0 million). As at March 31, 1980
the present value of the estimated unfunded liabilities was
$115.4 million based on the actuarial valuation at December
31, 1977. Of this amount:

- $107.1 million related to unfunded liabilities existing at
December 31, 1976 to be liquidated over 30 years;

- $8.3 million arose during 1977 to be liquidated over
periods not exceeding 15 years.

Au titre des
depenses, un montant de $2,6 millions a ete radie par suite du
retrait du Canada des jeux olympiques de Moscou. En 1979-

Relations internationales

La cooperation internationale entre les
radiodiffuseurs et les associations de
radiodiffusion devient de plus en plus
importante a mesure que progresse la
technologie des communications. En
raison de I'avemement des systemes
globaux et regionaux de satellites, en
raison egalement des tarifs plus econo-
miques de I'utilisation des satellites
ainsi que de la mise au point de petites
cameras electroniques et de stations
terrestres transportables, les radiodiffu-
seurs ont plus facilement acces aux
evenements internationaux, tant politi-
ques que culturels. lis ont dG travailler
ensemble pour planifier et coordonner
Ie reportage de ces evenements et se
mettre d'accord sur les methodes d'ex-
ploitation et les normes techniques.

les planificateurs, realisateurs et inge-
nieurs de Radio-Canada jouent un role
actif dans ce genre de planification
internationale, dans la mesure ou
Radio-Canada est membre d'associa-
tions de radiodiffusions nationales en
Europe, en Asie et en Amerique du
Nord et du Sud. Voici quelques unes
des principales activites de I'annee
ecoulee:

• Radio-Canada a regu 290 visiteurs
d'autres organismes nationaux de radio-
diffusion venus observer et discuter
diverses activites de Radio-Canada, y
compris la radio et la television locales,
les methodes de gestion, la planifica-
tion et, en particulier, I'utilisation par
Radio-Canada du systeme canadien de
satellites.

• Radio-Canada a coordonne la visite
au Canada de dix representants de l'As-
sociation des sciences de la Republi-
que populaire de Chine. les delegues
se sont surtout interesses aux metho-
des de vulgarisation scientifique par les
medias, les universites et les musees.

• Vingt-sept ambassades canadiennes
utilisent des documentaires et des
emissions d'information de Radio-
Canada pour presenter Ie Canada a
I'etranger.

• La television de Radio-Canada a accru
sa participation dans les marches inter-
nationaux avec une augmentation cor-
respondante de ses ventes d'emissions.
II y a eu une tres forte demande pour
des emissions com me I'Homme et la
musique, The Nature of Things, Initia-
tion a la musique, la Sagouine et Tam
Ti Delam, et nous avons vendu des
emissions dans 70 pays.

• La Commonwealth Broadcasting
Association, ou Radio-Canada, de
concert avec la BBC et I'Australian
Broadcasting Commission, joue un role
important, a renouvele ses plans visant
a accroitre son aide a la formation pour
les pays du Commonwealth.

Relations avec les
collectivites et services
speciaux

• La rencontre regionale qui a eu lieu a
Corner Brook (Terre-Neuve) au debut de
1979 a ete suivie de trois autres a
Moncton, Saskatoon et Quebec. Plu-
sieurs centaines d'auditeurs et de tele-
spectateurs de ces regions ont ren-
contre des responsables regionaux et
du reseau de Radio-Canada au cours de
discussions sur la radiodiffusion de
Radio-Canada. Toutes sortes de sujets
touch ant la radio et la television ont ete
debattus, mais c'est sans aucun doute
les questions et les preoccupations
locales qui ont suscite Ie plus vif inte-
ret puisque les participants pouvaient .
exprimer directement leur opinion et
que Radio-Canada a pu mieux compren-
dre les auditoires locaux et leurs
besoins.

• Chacun des six comites consultatifs
de la Societe (pour les emissions fran-
gaises et anglaises sur I'agriculture, la
religion, ainsi que la science et la tech-
nologie) s'est rencontre trois fois
durant I'annee. lis ont fourni, aux cadres
superieurs des programmes, des rensei-
gnements sur les developpements qui
se produisent dans leur domaine parti-
culier et ont etudie et evalue les emis-
sions de Radio-Canada dans ces
domaines.

• Le president et les cadres superieurs
des reseaux frangais et anglais ont ren-
contre pendant to ute une journee, au
debut du mois de fevrier 1980, les
representants du Conseil consultatif
canadien sur Ie multiculturalisme, orga-
nisme qui conseille Ie gouvernement
federal sur les questions multicultu-
relies. Les sujets, qui ont fait I'objet
d'une discussion tres ouverte, com pre-
naient I'image des groupes minoritaires
a la television, des emissions speciales

sur I'heritage culturel des ethnogroupes
et Ie multiculturalisme dans la dotation.
Des emissions multiculturelles de
Radio-Canada ont ete visionnees.
Radio-Canada a fait connaitre son inten-
tion de tenir compte de la dimension
culturelle dans I'evaluation reguliere
qu'elle fait de ses emissions et politi-
ques, et de mettre au point des metho-
des de consultation locales et
regionales.

• Les administrateurs de Radio-Canada
ont approuve une politique sur I'image
de la femme dans les emissions de
Radio-Canada, conformement aux enga-
gements pris lors du colloque du presi-
dent ace sujet, en 1979. Afin de favori-
ser la mise en oeuvre de la politique, un
agent coordonnateur a ete nom me pour
representer Radio-Canada aux reunions
du groupe de travail du CRTC sur Ie
sexisme dans les medias de radiodiffu-
sion. Radio-Canada prevoit une reunion
de rappel au cours de 1980 avec les
representantes des memes groupes de
femmes qui ont participe au colloque
de 1979.

• II existe maintenant plus de 400 emis-
sions frangaises et anglaises, formant
un total de 250 heures de diffusion dis-
ponibles aux fins de reutilisation. Parmi
ces emissions qui sont disponibles par
I'entremise de l'Office national du film,
on retrouve notamment The Music of
Man, Four Women de I'emission the
fifth estate, Initiation a la musique et
Vieillir et vivre. La demande de la part
des usagers, y compris les prets gra-
tuits et les achats de films et de
bandes magnetoscopiques, s'accroit a
raison d'environ 15 pour cent par an. En
1979 plus de 46 000 demandes de prets
ont ete honorees dans tout Ie Canada.
A la radio, par I'entremise de CBC Mer-
chandising a Toronto et des Services
frangais a Montreal, il ya plus de 3 000
titres disponibles, pour un total de
2 400 heures de diffusion.

Videotheque de Radio-Canada a Ottawa.

• Un nouveau projet dans Ie domaine
des relations avec I'auditoire a vu Ie
jour avec I'ouverture de la Videotheque
de Radio-Canada a Ottawa. C'est un
centre de visionnement ou les deputes,
les personnalites, les chercheurs, les
etudiants et les organismes communau-
taires peuvent visionner des emissions
qui les interessent, a meme une collec-
tion de plus en plus grande de produc-
tions de television de Radio-Canada,
tant en frangais qu'en anglais.

• Radio-Canada continue a confier des
emissions et des documents aux
Archives federales et provinciales de
meme qu'aux universites aux fins d'ar-
chivisme et pour les besoins de la
recherche universitaire. Des ententes
ont ete conclues cette annee avec les
Archives publiques de la Nouvelle-
Ecosse et de la Saskatchewan pour la
conservation des emissions de radio et
de television et une methode sera mise
au point pour la cueillette des docu-.
ments de Radio-Canada afin de les met-
tre en depot a la division des dossiers
publics des Archives du Canada. Le
projet de l'Universite Concordia concer-
nant les dramatiques radiophoniques
de langue anglaise de Radio-Canada est
maintenant chose faite et une bibliogra-
phie sera publiee en 1981. En 1980,
Radio-Canada sera I'hote de la troi-
sieme Assemblee generale de la Fede-
ration internationale des archives de
television (FIAT).

• En reponse a la demande croissante
des Canadiens sourds et malenten-
dants pour que la television leur
devienne plus accessible, Radio-Canada
a poursuivi ses contacts avec cette par-
tie de la population et avec les concep-
teurs qui permettraient aux radiodiffu-
seurs de mieux desservir la population
des handicapes auditifs. A la fin de
I'annee, Radio-Canada etudiait serieuse-
ment la possibilite d'introduire Ie sous-
titrage ferme des emissions de televi-
sion des que la technologie et les
ressources rendraient la chose
possible.

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Faits saillants a I'lngenierie

• Meme si la reputation de I'lngenierie
porte surtout sur I'execution de grands
projets d'immobilisations, 1979 a ete
une annee importante dans d'autres
secteurs de son activite. Par exemple,
I'lngenierie de Radio-Canada a fait par-
tie de la delegation canadienne ala
Conference administrative mondiale
des radiocommunications, qui s'est
tenue a Geneve du 26 septembre au
6 decembre.

• Les cours de technologie elementaire
de la radiodiffusion, dispenses aupara-
vant au Centre de formation technique
de Radio-Canada a Montreal, se donne-
ront dorenavant dans les colleges tech-
niques des villes ou Radio-Canada est
presente. Cette solution offre deux
avantages. Les etudiants n'ont pas
besoin de se deplacer et Ie Centre de
formation technique peut maintenant
porter ses efforts sur une formation
beaucoup plus specialisee en technolo-
gie de la radiodiffusion.

• Les performances des televiseurs
grand public sont importantes pour les
ingenieurs de la radiodiffusion du point
de vue des techniques de studio et de
transmission. Pour les connaitre, onze
recepteurs couleur venant de onze
fabricants differents ont ete examines
de fagon critique et on a note de tres
grandes differences de qualite, a la fois
de I'image et du son.

• L'lngenierie a mene une etude et
redige un rapport traitant des progres
techniques et de leurs consequences
sur la radiodiffusion de Radio-Canada
au coursdes cinq prochaines annees.

• 104 emetteurs ont ete installes en
1979. De ce nombre, 75 relevaient du
Plan accelere de rayonnement, realisant
ainsi la premiere moiM du plan, soit
330 stations. II est interessant de noter
que, parmi tous les emetteurs radio mis
en service cette an nee, seulement deux
diffusent dans la bande AM, les autres
utilisent la bande FM.

• Pour ameliorer la radiodiffusion en
exterieurs, I'lngenierie a equipe cinq
vehicules speciaux en 1979.
- Un groupe electrogene silencieux,
d'une puissance nominale de 125 kW, a
ete mis a la disposition de Radio-
Canada a Toronto. Ce groupe mobile
est Ie plus puissant qui ait ete congu
jusqu'a present a Radio-Canada. II est
tellement silencieux qu'on ne I'entend
pas a I'exterieur du vehicule.
- Radio-Canada a Vancouver a regu un
cam ion equipe de deux groupes elec-
trogenes, fournissant chacun 60/75 kW,
surtout utilises pour Ie tournage. Une
caracteristique speciale y a ete incorpo-
ree aux fins de I'emission The Beach-
combers (Sur la c6te du Pacifique). Un
des groupes, du type silencieux, peut
etre detache de son support par une
grue fixee au vehicule principal et
installe par exemple sur un bateau,
pour les prises de vues en mer.
- Ces trois groupes electrogenes sont
les premiers a Radio-Canada a fonction-
ner avec un moteur diesel refroidi par
air.
- On a fourni a chacune des villes de
Vancouver et de Toronto un car de
reportage stereo equipe d'une regie,
d'un equipement d'enregistrement et de
pupitres de mixage.
- Une unite mobile de tournage conte-
nant tout I'equipement necessaire pour
une grande production filmee, y com-
pris un groupe electrogene, a ete mise
a la disposition de Radio-Canada a
Toronto. II s'agit du premier vehicule de
ce genre au Canada.

• Un second vehicule de controle de la
qualite a ete congu et mis en service
pour analyser la qualite technique des
signaux diffuses par les emetteurs
radio, television et stereo de Radio-
Canada. Simulant la reception a domi-
cile a diverses distances des emetteurs,
ce vehicule est utilise un peu partout
au Canada.

• Regina, Sudbury, Inuvik et Yellow-
knife ont reyu un equipement de
controle et d'aiguillage regi par ordina-
teur pour I'exploitation du reseau radio.

• En 1979, Ie groupe de I'lngenierie
pour les manifestations speciales a
accompli tous les preparatifs neces-
saires a I'installation des studios de
radio destines aux radiodiffuseurs euro-
peens et autres, y compris Radio-
Canada, pour les Jeux Olympiques
d'hiver de 1980 qui ont eu lieu a Lake
Placid.

Programmes concernant Ie
personnel

• Les concepts de gestion d'un orga-
nisme aussi important que Radio-
Canada doivent aller de pair avec I'evo-
lution rapide du milieu social et du
monde des affaires. En 1979-1980, une
etude sur la situation et la structure du
groupe des cadres a Radio-Canada a
cherche a determiner plus clairement
les roles et responsabilites de chacun.
Les changements appropries seront
apportes I'annee prochaine aux fonc-
tions des cadres et a leurs conditions
de travail.

• Dans Ie domaine de I'egalite des
chances, on a formule un plan d'action
concret pour egaliser I'acces des hom-
mes et des femmes aux divers emplois
et pour augmenter Ie nombre de fem-
mes a Radio-Canada. Dans ce but, cer-
taines activites ont ete organisees,
comme des ateliers de sensibilisation
aux carrieres pour les femmes, des
echanges d'information avec les cadres
concernant Ie plan d'action concret et
une serie de seminaires pour les cadres
superieurs sur I'image de la femme
dans les medias.

• Radio-Canada poursuit consciencieu-
sement toute une gamme de program-
mes de formation destines a repondre
aux besoins des employes dans tous
les domaines d'activite de la Societe:

Car de telecinema a Toronto mis au
point par I'ingenierie de Radio-Canada.

Formation du personnel: des techniciens de la
maintenance apprennent a reparer les ordinateurs
qui regissent la distribution des emissions de
Radio-Canada.

Radio Canada International

• Radio Canada International a celebre
son 359 anniversaire Ie 25 fevrier 1980
et, Ie meme jour, finissait de demena-
ger de la Maison de Radio-Canadadans
ses nouveaux locaux de La Tourelle,
toujours a Montreal. La Tourelle abrite
Ie personnel du siege de RCI et ses
installations de production.

• Le president de Radio-Canadaet Ie
sous-secretaire d'Etat aux affaires exte-
rieures se sont rencontres au cours de
I'annee pour delimiter officiellement les
relations entre les deux organismes.
Les politiques du ministere des Affaires
exterieures servent a determiner les
priorites de RCI en matiere de desserte
geographique et de langues de diffu-
sion, mais la programmation et Ie
controle redactionnel des emissions
appartiennent exclusivement a Radio-
Canada.

• En septembre 1979, RCI voyait Ie cou-
ronnement de dix ans de travaux de
modernisation des installations de
Sackville, maintenant dotees de cinq
nouveaux emetteurs de 250 kW et de
leurs antennes a gain eleve. Le projet
avait ete con9u a I'origine pour amelio-
rer les possibilites de RCI dans Ie
domaine tres concurrence des ondes
courtes.

• A peine ces travaux etaient-ils term i-
nes que la Conference administrative
mondiale des radiocommunications de
1979 ouvrait une nouvelle ere de pro-
gres en adoptant de nouveaux regie-
ments importants dans Ie domaine de
la radiodiffusion en hautes frequences.
A ce titre, signalons, entre autres, I'ex-
pansion des bandes HF attribuees a ce
service. Pour ne pas se laisser distan-
cer dans ce domaine par d'autres radio-
diffusions et maintenir la qualite de son
service, RCI devra apporter d'autres
modifications a ses antennes et a ses
emetteurs dans les annees 1980.

• A ses emissions regulieres sur ondes
courtes, RCI a ajoute Ie reportage des
deux elections generales canadiennes
en 1979-1980et a prolonge ses services
a I'intention des auditeurs des Etats-
Unis, de l'Amerique du Sud, des
Cara'ibes, de l'Europe, du Moyen-Orient
et de l'Afrique, en anglais, en fran9ais,
en espagnol et en portugais. Tous les
services dans les onze langues ont dif-
fuse des reportages speciaux sur les
Olympiades d'hiver.

• RCI a constitue un comite charge de
preparer Ie reportage du referendum du
Quebec. Une emission d'informations
sur ce sujet est diffusee toutes les
semaines dans les onze langues depuis
la mi-novembre.

• Une edition mensuelle de OX Digest
de RCI est actuellement diffusee en
Extreme-Orient par la Sri Lanka Broad-
casting Corporation. Des extraits de ce
OX Digest passent chaque semaine a
I'antenne de cinq stations de la radio
publique nationale aux Etats-Unis dans
Ie cadre de I'emission The World of
Radio.

• En collaboration avec I'Editeur officiel
du Quebec et Kebec Disc, RCI a parti-
cipe a la production et a la distribution
mondiale d'un coffret de six disques
sous Ie titre de Musique du Quebec,
renfermant 108 chansons en version
instrumentale des chansonniers les
plus populaires a I'heure actuelle au
Quebec.

• La bibliotheque du Congres de
Washington s'est vu remettre une col-
lection de quelque 1 250 disques (musi-
que et emissions parlees) produits par
RCI. Un quatorzieme depot de ce genre
a ete remis a la State University of New
York, a Buffalo, et d'autres depots sont
envisages en Europe et a travers les
Etats-Unis.

• Trois nouveaux albums ont enrichi
I'Anthologie de la musique canadienne,
qui compte maintenant les composi-
teurs suivants: Jean Papineau-Couture,
Clermont Pepin, Murray Schafer, John
Weinzweig et Serge Garant.

• Un contrat a ete conclu avec Ie plus
grand distributeur de disques classi-
ques par commande postale en Ameri-
que du Nord en vue de vendre au
public, dans Ie monde entier, les cinq
titres deja prets ainsi que les 31 autres
qui sont prevus.

Presentation de disques RGI iI la bibliotheque du
Gongres des Etats-Unis: Peter Towe, ambassadeur
canadien, et Daniel J. Boorstin, conservateur de la
bibliotheque du Gongres.

• Quelque 112200 disques et transcrip-
tions d'actualite ont ete distribues de
par Ie monde a environ 2 000 abonnes,
notamment les stations de radio et les
missions diplomatiques du Canada a
I'etranger.

• Au cours de I'annee, RCI a pris des
mesures pour intensifier sa collabora-
tion avec les services internationaux de
la radio neerlandaise, de la radio sue-
doise et de la radio suisse dans des
entreprises communes d'echanges d'in-
formations, de recherche sur les audi-
toires, de donnees, de moyens tech-
niques et de plans de publicite.

• En aout 1979, au cours de la Semaine
du Canada aux Etats-Unis, deux mem-
bres du personnel des programmes de
RCI ont participe a une emission spe-
ciale de six heures consacree au
Canada a la station KERA de Dallas, au
Texas. lis ont donne des renseigne-
ments sur Ie Canada a I'auditoire ameri-
cain et ont joue plus de 120 enregis-
trements musicaux donnant un vaste
aper9u des artistes canadiens .

• RCI a egalement beaucoup contribue
a encourager les artistes canadiens a
de nombreux festivals de jazz presentes
chaque annee dans Ie monde entier. Un
representant des programmes de RCI a
fait valoir les artistes canadiens aux
festivals qui ont eu lieu a Montreux
(Suisse), La Haye (Hollande) et
Bracknell (Suisse).

• Au cours de I'annee, RCI a re9u quel-
que 50 000 lettres de ses auditeurs; une
partie de ce courrier revele une
demande de plus en plus marquee pour
un service de programmation speciale-
ment con9u a I'intention des Canadiens
outre-mer.

La radiodiffusion dans Ie
Nord

Le service de la radio du Nord, etabli en
1958, vise a repondre aux besoins part i-
culiers des gens du Nord: les Inuit, les
Dene, les Metis et les non-autochtones.
II y a cinq centres de production radio
dans Ie Nord: Yellowknife, Inuvik,
Whitehorse, Frobisher Bay et Rankin
Inlet. Les auditeurs de chacune de ces
sous-regions entendent un ensemble
d'emissions nationales de radio et
d'autres emissions produites dans Ie
Nord. Selon la region, les emissions
locales sont diffusees en inuktitut,
dogrib, esclave, chipewyan, inuvialook-
ton, loucheux, liewreou en anglais.

• A la suite de la creation d'un centre
de production a Rankin Inlet, Ie person-
nel inuit et les reporters communautai-
res contribuent maintenant a une serie
quotidienne d'actualites d'une heure
sur Ie Keewatin, dans Ie dialecte de ses
habitants.

• Pour les communautes inuit de l'Arc-
tique oriental, Ie personnel inuit de
Frobisher Bay a conc;u et produit la
sMe populaire Tausonii. L'emission
inuktitut donne I'antenne a des legen-
des, des discussions, des divertisse-
ments et de la musique du monde inuit.

• Afin de refleter les activites des col-
lectivites peripheriques, de nombreux
animateurs ont decide de presenter leur
emission en direct a partir de halls
d'hotels ou de centres communautai-
res. Le personnel des stations a egale-
ment continue a tenir des reunions
publiques.

• On a innove en creant des reseaux de
reporters pigistes dans chacune des
sous-regions pour contribuer aux emis-
sions du matin.

du Nord a Inuvik, les Jeux d'hiver de
I'Arctique a Whitehorse, les elections
federales et territoriales, ainsi que les
reunions du Conseil territorial.

• Les premiers cours de formation
d'operateurs/annonceurs en inuktitut
ont eu lieu, axes sur les besoins des
radiodiffuseurs Inuit.

• La Societe a equipe une nouvelle sta-
tion communautaire desservant les
localites jumelles de Rae et Edzo. La
radio communautaire a ete egalement
introduite a Fort Norman et I'equipe-
ment demode d'Eskimo Point a ete
remplace.

• Un reporter a ete detache de Yellow-
knife et affecte a Hay River afin d'ame-
liorer la representation de I'auditoire
majoritairement non autochtone du sud
du Grand lac des Esclaves; des
reporters pigistes ont ete affectes aux
collectivites de la rive sud du lac.

• Les installations de production du
Sud destinees au service du Nord sont
passees de Montreal a Ottawa, ou se
trouvent un grand nombre d'organismes
a vocation septentrionale qui prennent
des decisions concernant Ie Nord.

Le service de la television du Nord a
ete inaugure en 1967. Toutefois, dans
I'ensemble, ce service n'a pas reussi,
en raison de I'absence de fonds spe-
ciaux, a creer une production regionale
reguliere. Bien qu'il y ait encore beau-
coup a faire, certains besoins ont ete
satisfaits cette annee:

• Ce fut la premiere annee complete
d'exploitation du centre de television a
Yellowknife. C'est la premiere fois que
des installations du Nord rendent pos-
sibles I'assemblage et la production
d'elements d'emissions de television.

• Le centre de Yellowknife produit une
serie mensuelle, Our Ways, qui pre-
sente des films et des bandes video
realises par et pour les gens du Nord.

• La serie Nunatsiakmiut se poursuit.
Elle est realisee par un groupe de
cineastes independants a Frobisher
Bay.

• II Y a eu des emissions speciales sur
les elections federales, les Jeux d'hiver
de l'Arctique et les Jeux du Nord. La
premiere emission d'acces communau-
taire a pris I'antenne. Elle traitait de la
position des Dene relative aux reclama-
tions territoriales. Enfin, un documen-
taire intitule We Remember, a ete pre-
sente au reseau national.

• Un atelier pour debutants sur Ie film
super 8 s'est tenu a Yellowknife.
Le Service du Quebec nordique, cree
par les Services franc;ais en 1979, avec,
a sa tete, son propre directeur, s'est
employe a I'enrichissement des ser-
vices de Radio-Canadaen milieux
autochtones du nord quebecois.

• Au mois de fevrier 1980, une entente
etait signee avec Taqramiut Nipingat,
un organisme inuit, aux fins de I'etablis-
sement d'un reseau de correspondants
dans la douzaine d'agglomerations inuit
du Quebec.

• Le Service du Quebec nordique s'est
aussi empresse de nouer des liens plus
etroits avec d'autres autochtones: les
Attikameks de la Haute-Mauricie et les
Montagnais de la Cote Nord du Saint-
Laurent.

• Au chapitre des enregistrements d'ar-
tistes autochtones, Ie Service du
Quebec nordique a poursuivi ses activi-
tes, de concert avec les autres agents
nordiques.

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• Les Cris du Lac Mistassini ont vu
s'implanter chez eux les services
complets, franc;ais et anglais, de Radio-
Canada, alors que ceux de Fort-George
et de Nouveau-Comptoir etaient dotes
d'un emetteur additionnel de television
pour mettre fin a un service bilingue
insatisfaisant.

• La qualite des enregistrements des
musiciens du Nord a ete amelioree par
I'utilisation des techniques d'enregistre-
ments multipistes.

Ie reportage d'evenements tels les Jeux



La radio anglaise

C'est avec confiance que, malgre les
coupures budgetaires, la radio AM
(mono) et la radio FM (stereo) franchis-
sent Ie seuil des annees 80 en offrant a
leurs auditeurs d'un bout du pays a
I'autre deux services de radio toujours
plus distinctifs et complementaires. La
premiere Semaine de la radio (24 fevrier
au 1er mars 1980)a place les deux ser-
vices en perspective a I'echelle natio-
nale et locale en attirant I'attention des
auditoires potentiels sur la qualite et la
diversite de la programmation.

En 1979, l'Annee internationale de I'en-
fant, la radio a presente un certain nom-
bre d'emissions speciales et de series
sur ce theme. Citons entre autres:
Echoes of Children, une cantate du
compositeur torontois Ben Steinberg
dediee aux enfants victimes de la per-
secution nazie; Our Future Selves, une
serie de Open Circuit, examinant de
fagon realiste les options qui s'offrent
aux enfants et a leurs parents; et
Episode at Big Quill, une dramatique
musicale de 45 minutes ecrite et com-
posee sur commande par Norman
Symonds.

La serie Iitteraire Anthology a celebre
son 25e anniversaire. Au cours des
annees, Anthology a presente pour la
premiere fois au grand public dans tout
Ie pays des ecrivains devenus celebres
comme Mordecai Richler, Alice Munro
et Timothy Findley, et la serie continue
a encourager les nouveaux auteurs.
As It Happens, Sunday Morning et
Morningside, chacune rejoignant un
million ou plus d'auditeurs, contribuent
a informer nos auditoires sur ce qui se
passe dans Ie monde. Les emissions
d'informations et d'actualites se sont
distinguees en 1979-1980grace a leurs
reportages en profondeur de deux cam.

pagnes politiques federales couronnees
par les elections generales de mai 1979
et de fevrier 1980.

Les emissions d'informations et d'ac-
tualites ont egalement offert des repor-
tages concernant les facteurs politi-
ques, economiques et sociaux qui
entourent Ie prochain referendum du
Quebec. Des emissions quotidiennes
comme Morningside et As It Happens
ont comporte des extraits du debat a
l'Assemblee nationale du Quebec ainsi
que des commentaires emanant de
toutes les regions du pays. Les fins de
semaines, il y avait aussi une bonne
dose de documentaires ainsi qu'une
certaine retroaction a I'antenne des
emissions Sunday Morning et Cross
Country Checkup. Les projets de la
radio comportent I'affectation de
reporters speciaux a Ottawa et a
Quebec pour couvrir les discussions
constitutionnelles et on prevoit un
reportage complet du referendum lui-
meme au moment du vote.

Du cote des sports, la vedette revient
au reportage des Jeux Olympiques
d'hiver a Lake Placid.
Parmi les nouvelles emissions qui ont
commence au cours de I'annee: Any-
body Home?, un magazine pour enfants
les invitant a presenter leurs propres
idees et sollicitant leur participation;
Open Circuit, portant sur des questions
sociales et religieuses; In Other Words,
une nouvelle emission culturelle; la
serie dramatique Soundstage; et une
emission de divertissement diffusee
tous les soirs, Variety Tonight.

Arts National (stereo) est passe a un
creneau horaire plus indique en soiree
et a cede sa place de 16 h a 18 h a
Sound Track, emission de musique
legere et de commentaires emanant de
Winnipeg. Les faits saillants concernant
I'emission Arts National au cours de la
saison comportent une dramatisation
de dix heures, en quatre episodes, de
Deptford Trilogy, de Robertson Davies,
adaptee et realisee par Ron Hartman
avec une distribution prestigieuse de
vedettes; et Cendrillon, la fameuse pro-
duction du Centre national des arts de
I'opera de Massenet.

Parmi les emissions de la radio
anglaise de Radio-Canada qui ont
gagne des prix internationaux cette
annee, on retrouve Freud Revisited,
dans la serie Ideas, et McCarthy and
the Arts, dans la serie Signature, qui
ont, to utes les deux, gagne des prix
Armstrong pour les emissions en
modulation de frequence. Mostly
Beecham, dans la serie Mostly Music,
commemorait I'extraordinaire carriere
de Sir Thomas Beecham et elle a
merite un prix Gabriel pour les emis-
sions de divertissement. Toujours en
1979, nous avons remporte Ie grand
prix d'originalite au concours radiopho-
nique de Monaco grace a Star Begot-
ten, emission musicale rock de science
fiction de Mark Rodden.

Entre 1976 et 1979, les sondages d'au-
tomne du Bureau of Broadcast Meas.
urement ont revele que les stations du
reseau anglais de Radio-Canada ont
connu une augmentation de I'ecoute
hebdomadaire de 29 pour cent pour un
total de 23,2 millions d'heures. En 1979,
I'augmentation etait de 11 pour cent par
rapport a I'annee precedente, contre 7
pour cent pour I'ensemble de I'ecoute
radiophonique au Canada.

La moyenne hebdomadaire d'ecoute
des auditeurs etait de 8,5 heures; la
meme moyenne en 1976 etait de 7,2
heures. Cette augmentation de 18 pour
cent entre 1976 et 1979 revele Ie suc-
ces grandissant des emissions de
Radio-Canada aupres des auditoires
canadiens.

La radio franc;aise

La radio AM a voulu intensifier encore
cette annee son role de service .public.
Depuis septembre 1979, I'horaire du
reseau prevoit, du matin au milieu de
I'apres-midi, un decrochage de toutes
les stations du reseau, quelques
minutes avant chaque heure, pour la
diffusion de communiques sur les acti-
vites regionales.

Dans Ie secteur des nouvelles, la crois-
sance a ete considerable tant sur Ie
plan du temps d'antenne que sur celui
de la frequence des bulletins quoti-
diens (19) sur les reseaux nationaux et
regionaux et de leur mise a jour (15)
pour les fuseaux horaires du pays. Men-
tionnons les blocs majeurs du reseau:
Ie Monde ce matin de 8 h, Ie Monde
maintenant de midi, De tous les points
du monde a 17h30 et Ie Monde ce soir
a 22 h. Au plan regional, Montreal-
Express a ameliore sa cote d'ecoute
relativement aux autres postes metro-
politains a partir de 16h45.

En actualite, outre les emissions regu-
lieres, /'Evenement, Aux 20 heures,
Commentaires et Present a /'ecoute
dont la formule et les objectifs sont
demeures les memes, la radio a
completement transforme la formule
des Presents. On a regroupe, en un
vaste magazine quotidien appele Pre-
sent tout court, les mandats des emis-
sions Present national, Present quebe-
cois, Present metropolitain et Au
rythme du monde de I'an dernier aux-
quelles on a ajoute la scene internatio-
nale. Cette nouvelle formule represente
136 minutes quotidiennes de temps
d'antenne, reparties en sept blocs de
duree et formule diverses, diffusees aux
reseaux suivants: canadien, quebecois,
hors.Quebec et egalement a I'antenne
metropolitaine.

«manchette» et les modules economie,
culture, science et politique internatio-
nale, Ie tout entrecoupe de pauses
musicales.

Au cours de I'annee, I'information refe-
rendaire fut prise en charge reguliere-
ment en nouvelles et en actualites dans
I'ensemble de la grille radio. On a toute-
fois prevu un traitement exhaustif et
approfondi des themes relatifs au refe.
rendum par I'emission hebdomadaire
A suivre. On y a aborde, selon diverses
formules, tous les aspects de ce debat
public sur I'avenir du Canada. Avec les
emissions quotidiennes, de cinq
minutes de type Iibre opinion, ouvertes
a tous les points de vue et diffusees
peu de temps apres Ie commencement
du debat sur la question a l'Assemblee
nationale, sans compter les emissions
speciales sur Ie debat lui-meme, la
radio a fait une place importante a cet
evenement.

On a mis en ondes 90 emissions spe-
ciales totalisant au-dela de 75 heures
de temps d'antenne; signalons entre
autres, deux soirees des elections
federales, Ie Parlement europeen, la
crise iranienne et la visite de
Jean-Paul II aux USA.

A la radio FM, c'est surtout dans les
emissions musicales que Ie programme
a subi des changements. Les emissions
de la matinee et de I'apres-midi ont ete
considerablement enrichies d'informa.
tions sur la vie musicale.

Tous les jours, de 9 heures a midi,
Musique en fete invite des musiciens et
des musicologues a commenter des
oeuvres musicales, a I'occasion d'un
anniversaire, de la parution d'un
ouvrage sur la musique, ou d'une mani-
festation musicale. C'est ainsi que des
compositeurs et des interpretes peu.
vent s'adresser aux auditeurs a peu
pres chaque jour.

Les emissions culturelles ont accueilli
plus que jamais des contributions des
diverses regions du pays, notamment
dans la serie Ie Temps d'une ville.

Depuis trois ans, les emissions de la
chaine FM ont rec;:uun accueil encoura-
geant du public. Les sondages revelent,
d'une saison a I'autre, une croissance
constante du nombre des auditeurs et
de la duree d'ecoute.

La distribution des textes d'emissions
continue d'assumer de I'importance. La
serie Ie 8estiaire de /'ete, portant sur
I'ornithologie, a rec;:ude nombreuses
demandes de textes. On en a distribue
10 000 aux auditeurs qui en ont fait la
demande.

Au cours de I'ete 1979, /'Econotheque a
diffuse une serie de dix emissions sur
I'economie du Canada. On en a distri-
bue 4 000 textes, comme quoi les audi-
teurs peuvent s'interesser a des sujets
difficiles et portent en haute estime I'in-
formation a Radio-Canada.

Depuis cette annee, la radio distribue
egalement des cassettes de certaines
emissions designees, et annoncees
comme telles au moment de leur
diffusion.

Les reductions budgetaires ont mis en
veilleuse certains projets de la radio,
comme celui de diffuser tous les jours
durant 24 heures. A la tete du reseau et
dans les autres stations du Quebec, il a
fallu renoncer a certaines activites
jugees moins essentielles et reaffecter
les ressources pour absorber la crois-
sance des couts d'exploitation. On est
malgre tout parvenu a maintenir la qua-
lite du service et meme, dans les sta-
tions situees hors du Quebec, a se per-
mettre quelques ameliorations.

La nouveaute en affaires publiques s'in-
titule Antenne 5. II s'agit la d'un autre
regroupement de plusieurs elements en
un seul magazine hebdomadaire de 5 Montrea/.Express: Pierre Chouinard. Photo de
heures d'affilees. On y retrouve une Jean.Pierre Karsenty.

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La television anglaise

Malgre I'effet des coupures budgetai-
res, et grace au parachewement d'un
certain nombre de grands projets amor-
ces anterieurement, I'annee de pro-
grammation a ete particulierement
bonne.

Le reseau a presente Riel, une dramati-
que au sujet de I'un des personnages
les plus controverses de I'histoire du
Canada. Une serie de huit episodes
avec Yehudi Menuhin, The Music of
Man ({'Homme et la musique) a expose
I'evolution de la musique a travers les
ages, depuis la prehistoire jusqu'a nos
jours. Les equipes de nouvelles de
Radio-Canada ont assure Ie reportage
integral de Election '79 et, neuf mois
plus tard, c'etait Election '80.

Parmi les autres emissions remarqua-
bles, citons dans la serie the fifth
estate Ie touchant documentaire Fight-
ing Back, sur les enfants victimes de
leucemie; Supercow, au sujet du suc-
ces international du Canada dans I'ele-
vage des bovins de la race Hoistein-
Friesian, et Dieppe 1942, une puissante
emission filmee en deux parties. II y a
lieu de signaler egalement les emis- .

que de Spectrum, I'emission augmen-
tee The Nature of Things with David
Suzuki, les dramatiques d'actualites de
For the Record, et des dramatiques
speciales com me Crossbar.

Les series dramatiques pour to us
A Gift to Last et King of Kensington ont
mis fin chacune a plusieurs annees de
tres grande reussite. The Great Detec-
tive a repris I'antenne. De nouvelles
comedies de situation ont ete presen-
tees: Flappers et Daniel, Nellie, Emma
and Ben, ainsi que des dramatiques
populaires dans I'anthologie CBC
Marquee.

L'Annee internationale de I'enfant a
donne lieu a un certain nombre d'emis-
sions speciales: Why Should I Care?

sur les preoccupations universelles des
enfants; Promises to Keep, sur les
droits des enfants; et A Gift of Song,
un concert de vedettes emanant des
Nations-Unies, a New York, pour venir
en aide a I'UNICEF. Toujours en cette
Annee de I'enfant, on a introduit WOW,
une nouvelle heure d'emissions spe-
ciales pour enfants, Ie samedi, couvrant
la gam me des dramatiques d'aventures
jusqu'aux spectacles de chant et de
danse.

C'est aussi I'annee qui a precede Ie
referendum du Quebec. L'equipe des
informations nationales a constamment
donne des reportages sur les progres
du referendum au Quebec et Ie sujet a
ete traite par la nouvelle serie Decision
en provenance de Montreal. Des emis-
sions speciales d'actualites a I'ap-
proche du vote, notamment The Ref-
erendum: Made in Quebec, ont ete
presentees. On a prepare un Quarterly
Report/Tel quel de deux heures pour
diffusion simultanee aux reseaux
anglais et frangais.

L'annee de programmation 1979-1980 a
ete marquee par une collaboration ac-
crue entre les reseaux de television
anglais et frangais, notamment lors
d'emissions televisees en commun
com me {'Homme et la musique (reali-
see dans les deux versions, anglaise et
frangaise), Riel, I'opera Cendrillon du
Centre national des arts, Beachcombers
(Sur la cote du Pacifique) de Vancouver,
ainsi que Andre Laplante et Louis
Quilico, productions du reseau frangais
egalement incluses dans la serie Spec-
trum du reseau anglais.

II y a eu aussi davantage de produc-
tions canadiennes independantes a
I'antenne du reseau anglais de Radio-
Canada, avec des emissions com me
The Newcomers (Ies Arrivants), Cities,
The Challengers, Ben Wicks, et Ie spe-
cial de dessins animes Easter Fever.

Dans la sMe Spectrum, on a diffuse
des productions de l'Office national du
film comme Lynn Symour: In a Class of
Her Own et Margaret Laurence: First
Lady of Manawaka.

La serie Superspecials a toujours
retenu des auditoires nombreux grace a
des vedettes comme Anne Murray,
Burton Cummings, Toller Cranston,
Carroll Baker, Oscar Peterson, Wayne
et Shuster. The Raes ont eu leur propre
serie de varietes. Les emissions Front
Page Challenge, The Tommy Hunter
Show, Marketplace, Ombudsman et
diverses retransmissions sportives ont
continue a rem porter un vif succes.

Les emissions regionales ont beneficie
d'une plus vaste distribution grace aux
echanges interregionaux de Radio-
Canada, grace egalement a une plus
grande diffusion par les stations affi-
Iiees de Radio-Canada et dans une nou-
velle serie passant I'apres-midi au
reseau national, Today From ... , qui
recapitule les emissions d'actualites
locales de la semaine a travers Ie pays.
Les centres regionaux ont aussi realise
des emissions expressement pour la
programmation nationale, notamment
de nombreux Superspecials a
Vancouver et la nouvelle emission
Medicine Show de Winnipeg, sur des
questions de sante et de medecine.

Des emissions et des artistes de Radio-
Canada ont rem porte un certain nombre
de trophees nationaux et internatio-
naux, notamment un Emmy internatio-
nal et la Rose d'or de Montreux, tous
deux pour Rich Little's Christmas Carol.

Au moins une douzaine de series televi-
sees ont retenu I'attention de plus d'un
million de telespectateurs et les audi-
toires de certaines emissions speciales
ont atteint des chiffres sans precedent.
C'est ainsi que Riel a reussi a attirer
aux deux reseaux de television, anglais
et frangais, un auditoire moyen par
quart d'heure de plus de quatre millions
de telespectateurs pour la premiere par-
tie et de presque quatre millions pour
la deuxieme partie.

L'annee a ete marquee par un bon nom-
bre d'evenements speciaux allant de
deux campagnes electorales federales
aux voyages du pape Jean-Paul II; par
I'amorce du debat referendaire au
Quebec, ainsi que par des emissions et
projets speciaux soulignant l'Annee
internationale de I'enfant.

Dans Ie domaine de I'information, Ie
Telejournal de fin de soiree a constitue
Ie service de base prioritaire sur to ute
I'actualite en evolution. L'ecoute du
Telejournal est en progres sur la saison
derniere, se maintenant a une moyenne
superieure a 800 000 et depassant Ie
million a plusieurs reprises. L'emission
Ce soir, presentee de 18 h a 19 h et
qui rejoint toujours plus d'un demi-
million de telespectateurs, a continue
d'assurer I'analyse de I'actualite dans la
demi-heure qui suit Ie bloc des nou-
velles de 18 h. La recapitulation des
travaux de la Chambre des communes
a Ottawa et de l'Assemblee nationale a
Quebec s'est maintenue a I'horaire par
les emissions la Semaine parlementaire
et la Semaine a I'Assemblee nationale.
Plus de 60 emissions speciales ont ete
presentees durant I'annee.

Sur une base hebdomadaire, I'actualite
a ete traitee par Telemag qui, a deux
reprises, a rejoint plus d'un million de
telespectateurs, par Noir sur blanc Ie
samedi et par Hebdo-dimanche.

Fidele a son mandat, Tel quel/Quarterly
Report continue de faire Ie point perio-
diquement sur les grandes questions
qui confrontent Ie Canada. Ensemble,
les equipes des services anglais et fran-
~ais ont traite de la famille, du virage a
l'Ouest et du syndicalisme canadien;
elles ont prepare egalement une emis-
sion speciale de deux heures sur Ie
referendum quebecois diffusee simulta-
nement sur les deux reseaux.

Cette serie s'est consacree a
identifier et a traiter a fond tous les
elements - constitution nels, politi-
ques, economiques, sociaux ou cultu-
rels - du debat.

L'information referendaire a ete presen-
tee de fa~on reguliere dans les autres
emissions d'information selon leur
vocation particuliere. Des extraits et
recapitulations du debat sur la question
a l'Assemblee nationale ont ete diffu-
ses. Enfin, I'Opinion, realisee conjointe-
ment avec la radio, a complete la cou-
verture de cet evenement durant la
periode pre-referendaire.

Lancee par Ie Service des emissions
feminines, I'excellente serie l'Enfance a
vivre a cherche a ameliorer les connais-
sances que chacun a de I'enfant. Cette
serie, a laquelle contribuerent des reali-
sateurs de divers secteurs de program-
mation, a aborde quarante sujets diffe-
rents en cours d'annee.

L'emission Telejeans s'est poursuivie
tout I'ete a Terre des hommes ou
Radio-Canada avait amenage un kios-
que specialement con~u pour les
enfants. Telejeans a egalement lance
une grande enquete aupres des jeunes
pour savoir comment ils per~oivent
notre societe et dans quelle societe ils
aimeraient vivre en I'an 2000. La Parole
aux enfants a permis aces derniers de
faire connaitre leurs opinions sur des
sujets comme la guerre, I'amour, la
famille, la souffrance, la pauvrete et la
vieillesse. A I'emission Bobino, on a
lance un echange de correspondance
avec des enfants de differents pays du
monde.

Parmi les emissions speciales dans Ie
domaine du sport,signalons la diffu-
sion des Jeux panamericains de Porto-
Rico, la Coupe du monde d'athletisme

de Montreal et Ie Championnat du
monde de canoe-kayak de Jonquiere.

L'annee 1979-1980 a vu aussi s'accroitre
la participation des stations regionales
et affiliees au programme de la televi-
sion fran~aise, avec les emissions En
mouvement, Magazine-Express, Sur des
roulettes, Reflets d'un pays, Pulsion,
Hors sentier, A contrepoids, Echos de
la Riviere Rouge, Pistroli, D'amour et
d'eau fralche, les Ateliers, Genies en
herbe et Femme d'aujourd'hui. II
convient egalement de souligner Ie
grand spectacle de varietes En Acadie
pour rester, une production de la sta-
tion regionale CBAFT de Moncton pour
commemorer Ie 375e anniversaire de
l'Acadie.

De nouveau, durant I'annee 1979-1980,
Radio-Canada a fait appel a I'industrie
privee pour la production d'un certain
nombre d'emission com me Ie feuilleton
Frederic, la serie documentaire I'Age de
I'energie, les films documentaires sur
Montreal, les Orgues et Ie long met rage
Une naissance apprivoisee.

Au cours de la derniere saison automne-
hiver, Ie programme des Beaux
Dimanches incluait la presentation, en.
tre autres, du Gala de I'ADISQ (Associa-
tion du disque et de I'industrie du spec-
tacle quebecois), d'une Soiree sovieti-
que, de la Soiree du 40e anniversaire de
I'ONF, de plusieurs dramatiques, dont
cinq d'auteurs canadiens, a savoir
Dancing Eros, les Violons de I'automne,
les Cloches de I'enfer, Son dernier role
et Le plus clair de son temps. Les
Beaux Dimanches ont egalement pre-
sente des emissions musicales de tres
haute qualite comme I'opera Cendrillon
de Massenet, Portrait de Louis Quilico,
I'Oiseau de feu de Stravinsky, un recital
d'lda Haendel ainsi que d'importants
dossiers tels Einstein et Ie Sport
professionnel.

Plusieurs nouvelles series ont fait leur
apparition durant la saison 1979-1980,
dont les Grands Personnages de I'His-
toire en papier, les Pelerins, les series
jeunesse Siocnarf et Place du fonda-
teur, la Fine cuisine d'Henri Bernard, Ie
teleroman Caroline, les emissions de
varietes Propulsion CTF et Winston
McQuade rer;oit.

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Les facteurs d'inflation touch ant les
biens et les services, ainsi que les
reglements salariaux deja negocies, ont
provoque des augmentations inevita-
bles de pres de $50 millions, somme
qui a du etre financee par une reduc-
tion correspondante dans de nombreux
domaines, notamment certains services
d'emissions. D'autre part, la reduction
des credits parlementaires au titre des
depenses d'immobilisations, qui sont
passes de $79,5 millions en 1978-1979a
$45 millions en 1979-1980,nous a obli-
ges a ralentir Ie remplacement de
I'equipement desuet et I'extension du
service de Radio-Canada vers les
petites localites. On trouvera des
details a ce sujet dans la partie finan-
ciere du present rapport.

En ce qui concerne les emissions, ce
fut probablement I'annee la plus reus-
sie de la Societe. Les services franc;ais
et anglais ont gagne des prix tres
importants, comme l'Emmy interna-
tional et la Rose d'Or de Montreux pour
I'emission speciale de varietes de la
television anglaise Rich Little's Christ-
mas Carol; Ie Prague d'or pour Ie Sacre
du printemps, concert a la television
franc;aise; Ie prix de Bell-Northern
Research pour une sequence scientifi-
que a Antenne 5, a la radio franc;aise;et
Ie prix Peabody pour The Longest
Journey de la radio anglaise, histoire
personnelle d'une grossesse et d'une
naissance. En collaboration avec les
radiodiffuseurs d'emissions educatives
en Ontario et au Mississippi, et avec
Yehudi Menuhin comme animateur, la
television franc;aise et anglaise a realise
une serie de huit emissions, I'Homme
et la musique, qui est maintenant diffu-
see un peu partout dans Ie monde. Un
des auditoires les plus vastes dans les
annales de Radio-Canadaa regarde
Riel, un drame historique en deux par-
ties, diffuse sur les reseaux franc;ais et
anglais.

Pour celebrer certaines realisations
exceptionnelles comme les 25 ans de la
serie litteraire Anthology, la radio
anglaise a organise une Semaine natio-
nale de la radio afin de familiariser les
nouveaux auditeurs avec la qualite et la
diversite des emissions de Radio-
Canada. La radio franc;aise a mis au
point de nouveaux styles de presenta-
tion pour certaines de ses emissions
principales d'information et elle a
enrichi sa programmation musicale au
FM. Radio Canada International a fete
ses 35 ans de diffusion sur ondes
courtes destinee aux auditeurs du
monde entier.

Un large eventail d'emissions de televi-
sion de Radio-Canadaa attire reguliere-
ment un auditoire de plus d'un million
de personnes, et Ie nombre des audi-
teurs de radio a egalement augmente
de fac;on continue. Meme dans un
domaine tres competitif, ou les audi-
toires sont partages entre de nombreu-
ses stations, la radio et la television de
Radio-Canadaont montre que, s'il
existe des emissions canadiennes de
qualite, elles trouvent un auditoire
enthousiaste parmi les auditeurs et les
telespectateurs canadiens.

Nous avons fait des progres dans
d'autres domaines egalement. Des poli.
tiques de programme ont ete elaborees
en fonction de la responsabilite de
Radio-Canadaqui est de se faire Ie
miroir des evenements et des opinions
dans Ie debat referendaire du Quebec.
L'importance qu'il y a a representer et a
reconsiderer Ie role des femmes dans
la societe canadienne a egalement fait
I'objet de politiques. Nous avons cher-
che a mieux comprendre nos auditoires
et leurs besoins au moyen de rencon-
tres regionales, de comites consultatifs,
et de reunions avec des groupes part i-
culiers. Nous avons annonce notre
intention d'avancer les nouvelles de
television du reseau anglais de 23 h a
22 h, a partir de 1981. Cet horaire aura
I'avantage d'etre plus pratique pour les
telespectateurs et sera egalement I'oc-
casion de franchir une autre etape dans
la canadianisation de notre horaire aux
heures de pointe en soiree.

Pour repondre a notre engagement
visant a aider les producteurs cana.
diens independants, nos reseaux de
television franc;ais et anglais sont main-
tenant organises de fac;on a traiter plus
efficacement avec cet aspect de notre
exploitation. Le reseau anglais, qui
rec;oit plus de 400 projets d'indepen-
dants chaque annee, a etabli un nou-
veau service charge de traiter plus par-
ticulierement ces projets et de repre-
senter les interets des producteurs
independants aupres des autres ser-
vices de Radio-Canada. Le reseau fran-
c;ais rec;oit et etudie environ 300 projets
d'independants par an par I'interme-
diaire de son service d'achat des films.
Radio-Canada a I'intention de s'adres-
ser aux producteurs prives pour alimen-
ter une grande partie de ses nouvelles
emissions canadiennes.

Dans Ie domaine de I'emploi, nous
avons mis sur pied un plan d'action
positif destine a egaliser I'acces aux
postes, pour les hommes et les fem-
mes, et a augmenter Ie nombre des
femmes a Radio-Canada. Nous avons
continue a elaborer des programmes de
formation pour Ie personnel et a evaluer
et mettre a jour nos systemes de
gestion.

Tout au long de I'annee, nous avons
pris position au cours de discussions
concernant les problemes urgents de la
radiodiffusion. Malgre les complexites
du systeme de la radiodiffusion cana-
dienne et les priorites parfois contradic-
toires des differentes parties du sys-
teme, nous croyons que nouspouvons
tous travailler ensemble a la realisation
d'un objectif commun. Nous voulons un
systeme de television qui soit claire-
ment et vraiment canadien, qui nous
parle de nous-memes et ne soit pas
envahi par des voix amicales mais
etrangeres. Notre systeme de radio,
public et prive, nous indique a de nom-
breux egards ce que Ie Canada peut
realiser a la television si nous atta-
quons Ie probleme des maintenant avec
resolution, imagination et de fac;on rea-
liste quant au financement.

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Au debut tout au moins, la television
payante serait un monopole national,
pour la bonne raison qu'un march€!de
television payante fragmente et concur-
rentiel entrainerait des couts eleves
pour la production d'emissions et
n'engendrerait pas de benefices appre-
ciables pour financer des emissions
canadiennes. La grille-horaire de la tele-
vision payante serait surtout composee
de films et d'emissions de varietes a
succes. Meme si nous la croyons capa-
ble d'absorber la quasi-totalite de I'in-
ventaire actuel des longs metrages
canadiens existants ou en cours de pro-
duction, la «canadianite» de la televi-
sion payante doit se mesurer non pas
tant par sa propre programmation que
par la quantite d'emissions canadien-
nes qu'elle finance pour Ie systeme de
radiodiffusion dans son ensemble.

Reconstruction du systeme national

Plus nous explorons ces diverses ques-
tions, plus nous sentons qu'il faut agir
immediatement, dans Ie cadre d'une
politique nationale, pour reformer et
rationaliser tout Ie systeme de la televi-
sion - pour Ie rendre plus canadien.

Equilibrer I'acces aux services cana-
diens dans Ie Nord constituerait une
des etapes du processus, et faire de la
television payante une partie integrante
et productive du systeme en serait une
autre. Mais I'objectif fondamental et
sous-jacent doit etre d'augmenter et
d'ameliorer la quantite et la qualite des
emissions canadiennes. Cela necessi-
tera une contribution encore plus
grande, non seulement de Radio-
Canada, mais aussi des radiodiffuseurs
prives.

On devrait limiter Ie nombre des sta-
tions et des reseaux prives de sorte
que les recettes commerciales dont dis-
pose Ie secteur prive soient suffisantes
pour financer sa contribution a la pro-
duction d'emissions canadiennes. II
faudra prendre egalement des decisions
sur d'autres moyens de financement,
comme Ie projet, tres souvent propose,
de financement a long terme de Radio-
Canada, sans oublier la possibilite d'uti-
Iiser les revenus du cable pour financer
de nouvelles emissions, apres que les
compagnies auront fait un profit raison-
nable.

Afin d'augmenter Ie nombre d'emis-
sions canadiennes, on pourrait egale-
ment intensifier certains services spe-
cialises comme la retransmission des
debats parlementaires par Radio-
Canada, et des canaux consacres aux
films et aux sports a la television
payante. Enfin, tout en avangant dans Ie
processus de canadianisation, nous
devrions egalement poursuivre I'applica-
tion du reglement actuel du CRTC ne
permettant pas plus de quatre canaux
americains pour les services de cable
canadiens.

Planification

Le role de Radio-Canadadans un sys-
teme canadien revitalise devrait etre
majeur et refleter notre mandat natio-
nal. Notre cible est d'offrir a la televi-
sion, comme nous Ie faisons deja a la
radio, un service canadien distinctif
off rant un large eventail d'emissions
serieuses et de varietes, de haute qua-
lite, qui refletent et font participer tout
Ie Canada ainsi que ses nombreuses et
differentes regions et populations.

Nous nous efforgons deja, dans la
mesure des fonds dont nous dispo-
sons, d'augmenter la teneur canadienne
dans notre grille-horaire a la television
avec pour objectif, au cours des pro-
chaines annees, une cible de 80 pour
cent aux heures de pointe et 70 pour
cent dans la grille generale. Nous vou-
Ions poursuivre Ie projet de Tele-2, qui
permettrait d'offir aux telespectateurs
un meilleur choix d'emissions serieuses
et specialisees pour completer nos
services. Nous voulons augmenter la
production dans certains domaines par-
ticuliers d'emissions comme les drama-
tiques, les documentaires et les emis-
sions canadiennes d'art et de science.
Nous voulons mieux representer les
identites regionales, linguistiques et
ethniques du Canada. Nous voulons
continuer a mettre au point des emis-
sions regionales. Nous continuerons la
retransmission des debats parlemen-
taires par satellite vers Ie cable.

L'adaptation et la planification de I'ave-
nir doivent tenir compte des realites du
present. La Societe depend de 33 sta-
tions affiliees privees, situees dans
diverses localites du pays, pour attein-
dre entre 30 et 35 pour cent de I'audi-
toire de son service de base de tele-
vision. Ces localites, a leur tour, depen-
dent des stations affiliees pour les
emissions locales. En consultation et
en collaboration avec nos affiliees,
nous avons entrepris cette annee une
etude des relations qui nous lient a
elles, en fonction des nouveaux objec-
tifs de programmation de Radio-Canada
et des changements previsibles dans Ie
domaine de la radiodiffusion en
general.

A la radio, nos objectifs de programma-
tion pour I'avenir consistent essentielle-
ment a perfectionner nos nombreuses
realisations actuelles. La radio de
Radio-Canadajouit d'une reputation
d'excellence tant au Canada que sur la
scene internationale. En renouvelant
nos licences de reseaux de radio en
1979, Ie CRTC a declare: «si I'un des
aspects de la programmation de la
Societe devait recevoir des eloges,
c'est bien Ie service de radio. La
Societe Radio-Canadaa reussi a creer
un reseau de radio different, original,
varie et utile. .. la Societe continue de
presenter une solution de rechange dis-
tincte aux stations de radio privees,
d'appuyer les artistes et ecrivains et de
donner un mode d'expression a I'iden-
tite canadienne.» Nous devons recon-
naitre Ie fait que I'excellence doit etre
soutenue, et recompensee, par des res-
sources adequates. Nous n'oublierons
pas la radio dans nos affectations
budgetaires simplement parce qu'elle
fonctionne bien.

Une annee de realisation

En revenant sur I'exploitation de Radio-
Canada au cours de I'annee passee,
nous pouvons faire etat d'une program-
mation impressionnante et de succes
considerables dans d'autres domaines
egalement, bien que cette annee ait ete
financierement difficile. Le tres impor-
tant processus de creation de nouvelles
emissions a ete serieusement ralenti
lorsque notre budget d'exploitation
prevu pour 1979-1980a ete reduit de
$71 millions, ramenant les credits affec-
tes par Ie Parlement a $477,4 millions.



Nous avons suggere une methode en
deux volets pour apporter Ie service
national et des services regionaux aux
telespectateurs isoles. Dans un premier
temps, Radio-Canada utiliserait les
periodes creuses des deux canaux ali-
mentes par satellite qui servent actuel-
lement a sa retransmission des debats
parlementaires. Pendant ces periodes
Iibres, Radio-Canadaoffrirait au Nord
des blocs d'emissions du reseau que
les reseaux prives frangais et anglais,
TVA et CTV, fourniraient dans ce but.

Dans un deuxieme temps, nous propo-
sons que les radiodiffuseurs travaillent
ensemble a organiser d'autres services
canadiens, comme des emissions reali-
sees par les reseaux educatifs pro-
vinciaux et par les radiodiffuseurs
regionaux prives, services qui seraient
ajoutes au satellite et distribues en
fonction de la capacite permise.

Selon Radio-Canada,cette extension
particuliere des services prives devrait
etre financee par Ie gouvernement, tout
comme Ie Plan accelere de rayonne-
ment de Radio-Canadadestine aux
petites localites a ete finance speciale-
ment par Ie gouvernement federal en
1974.

Emissions regionales du Nord

Bien que les emissions nationales et
les emissions du Sud seront bien
accueillies par de nombreux residents
du Nord, il est egalement essentiel qu'il
existe un service regional du Nord, afin
de relier les collectivites de ces regions
et de refleter les styles de vie et les
interets qui leur sont propres.

Radio-Canadaa contribue a la produc-
tion et a I'acquisition d'emissions du
Nord, dont certaines provenaient de
groupes autochtones, mais les restric-
tions budgetaires, Ie manque de fonds
speciaux pour la television nordique et
les couts eleves de la production
d'emissions dans ces regions ont limite
nos progresoNous estimons qu'un ser-
vice d'emissions complet dans Ie Nord
repose sur une association du
Parlement, des gouvernements federal
et territoriaux, des peuples nordiques
eux-memes, de Radio-Canadaet du
CRTC, chacun y trouvant sa part de
responsabilites.

Pour etendre son propre service dans Ie
Nord, Radio.Canada demandera au
Parlement de financer un plan visant a
augmenter la production de television
regionale a Yellowknife et a etablir un
second centre de production a
Whitehorse. Un centre de production
principalement axe sur les Inuit s'avere
egalement necessaire, mais il reste
encore a determiner s'il serait plus utile
sous I'aile de Radio-Canadaou sous la
responsabilite d'une entreprise privee.
Les centres de Radio-Canada produi-
raient et acheteraient des emissions
nordiques, ouvriraient des emplois aux
gens du Nord et travailleraient etroite-
ment avec eux pour determiner leurs
besoins. Radio-Canadaencouragerait et
aiderait egalement les groupes de pro-
duction independants autochtones et
leur donnerait acces aux emetteurs
locaux de Radio-Canada.

La teh~visionpayante

En ce qui concerne la television
payante, nous avons conseille la pru-
dence par Ie passe, et nous Ie faisons
encore aujourd'hui. Un nouvel afflux
d'emissions americaines, purement au
profit de certaines entreprises, apporte-
rait plus de problemes que d'avantages
a la radiodiffusion canadienne. Mais
lorsque nous en sommes au point oll la
television payante apparait inevitable
sous une forme ou sous une autre,
nous devons alors concevoir un sys-
teme qui fait contrepoids a I'importa-
tion de films americains en contribuant
directement a augmenter Ie nombre de
films et d'emissions de television cana-
diens de qualite.

Les services de la television payante
que nous envisageons seraient geres
par les radiodiffuseurs nationaux - les
reseaux frangais et anglais de Radio-
Canada et les reseaux prives de CTV et
TVA - mais ceux-ci ne les exploite-
raient qu'a distance. Les producteurs
independants seraient les fournisseurs
d'emissions. Les services de television
payante etabliraient les grilles-horaires,
commanderaient et acheteraient les
emissions, et ils seraient responsables
de leur transmission par satellite aux
compagnies de cable. Les compagnies
de cable, elles, a titre d'entreprises de
telecommunications ou diffuseurs,
commercialiseraient les services aupres
du public.

La television payante serait une entre-
prise sans but lucratif. Les benefices
serviraient a la production de nouvelles
emissions canadiennes pour les
reseaux des radiodiffuseurs nationaux,
car eux seuls peuvent toucher Ie pays
tout entier et faire beneficier tous les
telespectateurs de nouvelles emissions
canadiennes. Les producteurs indepen-
dants y trouveraient leur compte de plu-
sieurs fagons : les reseaux s'adresse-
raient a eux pour une grande partie de
ces nouvelles emissions nationales; la
television payante elle-meme creerait
un nouveau marche pour les films cana-
diens et autres productions indepen-
dantes; enfin, les services de television
payante consacreraient 5 pour cent de
leurs revenus bruts au financement
d'un programme de production experi-
mentale.
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Le deti des annees 80

II est temps d'apporter des change-
ments fondamentaux au systeme cana-
dien de la radiodiffusion. La teil3vision
canadienne, en tant que moyen d'in-
fluence et d'expression culturelles, se
voit serieusement menacee. La struc-
ture initiale du systeme, Ie principe de
I'orientation canadienne sur lequel il
etait fonde, ainsi que les conditions
economiques de I'industrie de la radio-
diffusion dans son ensemble s'effritent.
Tous ces facteurs doivent etre reexami-
nes sous un nouvel angle et fortement
reaffirmes si la television canadienne
doit refleter et servir Ie pays comme
elle doit Ie faire.

Dans notre dernier rapport annuel, nous
avons parle de la crise que traversait la
television canadienne en raison de la
dominance quasi totale des emissions
americaines, directement par Ie cable et
indirectement par des nombreuses sta-
tions privees canadiennes. Deux heures-
de television anglaise sur trois, au
Canada, viennent de I'etranger, en part i-
culier des Etats-Unis. Les emissions
americaines occupent 75 pour cent QU
temps d'ecoute des Canadiens anglais
et environ 40 pour cent de celui des
Canadiens franyais. Et I'on attend des
realisateurs et cineastes canadiens
qu'ils realisent des emissions compara-
bles avec moins de la moitie des
budgets dont disposent leurs concur-
rentsamericains.

Dans notre rapport, nous avons egale-
ment parle des tentatives de Radio-
Canada qui, avec des ressources Iimi-
tees, a essaye d'apporter un certain
equilibre en continuant a ameliorer et a
accroitre ses emissions canadiennes.
Nous avons parle de nos plans visant a
consacrer plus de temps d'antenne aux
emissions canadiennes au moyen d'une
nouvelle chaine, Tele-2, qui offrirait
deux autres canaux, I'un en franyais,
I'autre en anglais. Nous avons parle des
nouvelles technologies qui entrent en
action, comme la transmission directe
par satellite et les fibres optiques, ainsi
que des problemes que ces progres
posent aux radiodiffuseurs canadiens,

non seulement en augmentant les
emissions americaines accessibles aux
Canadiens, mais aussi en fragmentant
encore plus les auditoires canadiens. Et
nous avons conclu notre rapport en
esperant que tous les membres du
monde de la radiodiffusion cana-
dienne-Ies radiodiffuseurs publics et
prives, les legislateurs et les organis-
mes de reglementation-«fayonnent et
appuient notre systeme de radiodiffu-
sion dans I'interet de tous les Cana-
diens».

Signes de progres

Certains evenements de I'annee passee
nous ont aides a cristalliser certaines
de ces questions et a y concentrer
notre attention. Nous sentons une
preoccupation croissante, non seule-
ment dans I'industrie de la radiodiffu-
sion mais au niveau des reglementa-
tions et de la politique, de la part des
chefs culturels et parmi les Canadiens
reflechis en general, pour que la televi-
sion canadienne reflete vraiment la vie
canadienne, pour que I'identite natio-
nale et la fierte nationale s'appuient
autant sur des facteurs culturels et
humains que sur des questions econo-
miques et institutionnelles.

Nous avons vu avec plaisir, par exem-
pie, Ie Comite Clyne (comite consultatif
sur les implications des telecommuni-
cations sur la souverainete canadienne)
recommander de prendre «des disposi-
tions immediates pour mettre en place
une structure rationnelle de la telecom-
munication qui protege notre pays
contre toute perte de souverainete sous
ses aspects economiques, sociaux,
culturels et politiques». Nous avons ete
encourages par la nomination d'un
comite consultatif federal charge de
revoir les politiques et les objectifs
nationaux dans Ie domaine des arts.
Nous avons egalement ete satisfaits de
voir I'organisme de reglementation, Ie
Conseil de la radiodiffusion et des tele-
communications canadiennes, s'interes-
ser a ces questions nationales. En
renouvelant les licences de reseaux de
Radio-Canada, Ie CRTC a convenu que
«I'enorme rayonnement des emissions
americaines au Canada, influence et
conditionne les Canadiens aux valeurs
sociales et culturelles americaines et
qu'il s'agit d'un point d'une importance
fondamentale» .

Une etape tres importante a ete mar-
quee par la formation, sous I'egide du
CRTC, d'un comite charge de recevoir
des propositions sur trois questions
connexes : Ie service dans Ie Nord et
les localites eloignees, la distribution
des emissions de television par satel-
lite et I'introduction de la television
payante.

A la recherche d'uri objectit commun

Ces questions sont difficiles et variees
et, dans Ie milieu deja complexe de la
radiodiffusion au Canada, tout Ie
monde ne partage pas Ie meme point
de vue. Cependant, si nous acceptons
les principes de la Loi sur la radiodiffu-
sion dont nous dependons, il existe un
objectif commun sur lequel nous
devrions tous etre d'accord. Celui de
fayonner un service de television qui
represente vraiment la collectivite cana-
dienne et qui transmette ce sens de la
canadianite aux telespectateurs de tout
Ie pays.

A partir de cet objectif, on peut appli-
quer un seul test tres simple a tout
changement ou tout nouvel apport pro-
pose a notre systeme de radiodiffu-
sion : va-t.il augmenter la production
d'emissions canadiennes de qualite et
va-t-i1contribuer a une plus grande
ecoute des emissions canadiennes?
C'est Ie critere que nous avons utilise,
a Radio-Canada, pour preparer nos
recommendations au CRTC sur Ie ser-
vice dans Ie Nord, sur la television
payante et sur la transmission par
satell ite en general.

Service par satellite vers les regions
eloignees

La television revet une importance par-
ticuliere dans Ie Nord canadien, car elle
doit essayer d'y desservir a la fois les
peuples autochtones et les nouveaux
arrives, chacun ayant des priorites et
des interets differents. La question
posee par Ie CRTC etait de savoir com-
ment utiliser au mieux la diffusion par
satellite afin de parvenir a un meilleur
equilibre entre, d'une part les services
du Sud du Canada, qui jouissent du
plus grand choix de canaux de televi-
sion au monde, et, d'autre part, Ie Nord
et ses collectivites eloignees qui n'ont
pas du tout de television ou seulement
Ie service de base de Radio-Canada.
