A Stable Market Share for CBC Television

Success and Uncertainty

The CSC's record of
achievement was more than
maintained in the 1985-86
season. The quality and
quantity of Canadian televi-
sion programming, whether
produced by the CSC itself
or purchased from indepen-
dent producers, were at an all-
time high. So were CSC
audiences, with some record
viewing levels for television
programs and substantial
audience gains for radio and
for regional broadcasting.
Commercial revenue con-
tinued strong, administrative
expenses were cut. Much of
the critical response to pro-
grams was highly favourable,
as it was to the Corporation's
proposals for the future in its
brief to the task force on
broadcasting.

At the same time, finan-
cial uncertainties continued.
For a number of years the
CSC's public funding (about
80 per cent of its budget,
with the remainder coming
from commercial revenue)
has failed to keep pace with
the services and improve-
ments which the Corporation
is expected to provide. To
these shortfalls were added
the major budget cuts of
1985-86. And since the offi-
cial policy of the government
is one of restraint, it is not
expected that the funding
situation will improve in the
near future.

Funding and Productivity

The Soard of Directors,
together with the manage-
ment and staff of the Corpo-
ration, has introduced meas-
ures to tighten operations
and improve efficiency.

Although such practices
cannot in themselves close
the widening gap between
the CSC's mandate and
its funding, they do show
results in terms of increased
productivity from 1984 to
1986.

In television, production
levels were maintained,
while staff was reduced
by 7.3 percent in early
1985 - giving an increase of
7.3 percent in per capita out-
put in 1985-86 when com-
pared with 1984-85. Over
the same period, prime time
Canadian content was
increas'ed on both the French
and English networks, partly
through the co-funding
arrangements of Telefilm
Canada. The target was
130 additional hours of
Canadian drama over the
two years, and preliminary
assessments show that this
goal was not only reached
but exceeded, giving a Cana-
dian content increase of at
least nine per cent since
1983-84. Spread over the
full network schedules this
represents a further 2.1 per
cent increase in per capita
output in 1985-86.

Achievements in
Programming

In program terms, CSC
ranks with the best. It began
winning international pro-
gram awards in the 1940s,
and today the count is well
over 800. It has been involved
in international program
exchange since its earliest
days, and today has a grow-
ing record of international
program sales and
co-productions.

At home, CSC radio and
television are the stronghold
of public service program-
ming, of distinctive Canadian
programming, and of pro-
gramming for varied tastes.
They are the services Cana-
dians look to for coverage of
major news events and pub-
lic occasions. They offer a
showcase for Canadian
artists and producers, a
forum for Canadian ideas
and opinions, and a reflec-
tion of Canadian life.

Over the years there have
been uncounted CSC pro-
grams which have informed
Canadians, amused them,
stimulated thei r thinking,
given them pleasure, some-
times annoyed them, and
sometimes touched their
hearts. Nor is it only the pro-
grams of the past that Cana-
dians will remember with
affection and nostalgia.
Those programs have their
counterparts in the 1980s, in
Morningside, in Le Temps
d'une paix, As It Happens,
Anne of Green Gables, Maria
Chapdelaine, Seeing Things,
Present, Passe-Partout, The
Journal, Le Point, and many
more.

An Anniversary Year

On November 2nd, 1986,
the CSC completes 50 years
as the national broadcasting
service.

Canadians can be proud
of the achievements of those
50 years. Through the CSC
they are provided with one of
the most extensive and com-
plex distribution systems
in broadcasting, with six
domestic networks, more
than 1,600 owned or affil-
iated stations and rebroad-
casters, and almost com-
plete coverage of the second
largest country in the world.
They have access to national
and regional radio and tele-
vision programming in
Canada's two official lan-
guages; to native-language
broadcasting in the north;
and in recent years, to addi-
tional services such as televi-
sion coverage of the House
of Commons and closed cap-
tioning for the deaf.

The CSC has also been
active in the international
broadcasting community.
For more than 40 years it has
operated an international
shortwave service which is
modest in scale but highly
regarded by its 12 million
listeners for the quality and

I integrity of its programming.
The CSC has assisted devel-
oping countries with spe-
cialized training and with
expertise in broadcast engi-
neering. It has participated in
international communica-
tions conferences as one of
the world's major public
broadcasters.

Results can also be seen
in terms of services and
audiences. Since 1983, CBC
has installed 96 new trans-
mitters. It has opened two
new television stations. It
has maintained or increased
its audience shares for both
radio and television. All this
was achieved at a time when
the Corporation was coping
with the effects of budget
shortfalls.

A Critical Point

The performance of the
Corporation in this respect
was recognized during the
year by the Nielsen study
group, which felt that the
CBC, "by cutting or con-
solidating management and
by efficiencies in the pro-
gramming area", was taking
the appropriate course of
action.

However, it is the Board's
obligation to advise Parlia-
ment and government of the
impact of budget levels on
the fulfilment of the mandate
given to the CBC by Parlia-

ment - and therefore on the
level of services that the
Corporation can provide.

The CBC has now reached
a point where it is utterly
impossible to reduce expen-
ditures to balance its budget
without reducing services,
including program services.
The funds required can no
longer be found only by
reducing so-called overhead
expenditures. This poses
extremely difficult choices,
since no group, or area of the
country, or constituency of
the Corporation, and cer-
tainly no one whose liveli-
hood is involved, wants to be
the one affected. There is a
danger that crucial discus-
sions about the overall level
of broadcasting services that
should be provided to Cana-
dians will be lost in debate
about particular interests.

eBe Research

Facing the Challenge

In the course of the year
the CBC was asked by the
Minister of Communications
to provide its views to the
federal task force on the
future of Canadian broad-
casting. The CBC's brief,
presented in December 1985
and published under the title
Let's Do ItI, is summarized
on the following pages. It
proposes the renewal and
Canadianizaiion of the broad-
casting system in the spirit
of the Broadcasting Act, with
special responsibilities for
the CBC as the national pub-
lic broadcaster and as an
energetic and essential
partner with others in the
broadcasting community.

There was a glimpse of
what the future could be in
the many successful Cana-
dian productions of 1985-86.
Not only the CBC, but Cana-
dian broadcasting as a whole,
as well as Canadian per-
formers and producers, and,
not least, the Canadian pub-
lic, will be the poorer if this
new vitality is lost through a
lack of sufficient funding.

The problems created by
the overwhelming presence
of foreign television pro-
gramming - problems felt
most markedly in English
Canada - are well docu-
mented.ln such a context
the role of the CBC becomes
more and more important. All
the facts show that by far the
greatest proportion of contri-
butions to Canadian broad-
casting by Canadian authors,
composers, performers and
artists of all kinds is through
the CBC.

Looking back on the past
50 years, all those who have
contributed to the CBC's
achievements can take a
justifiable pride in what they
have accomplished. And
looking to the future, Cana-
dians can be assured that the
dedication of the CBC is as
strong as ever. In the words
of the Corporation's brief to
the task force, "We at the
CBC are excited by the chal-
lenge of change in broad-
casting" ... and are ready to
work with others to "give all
Canadians the kind of full-
choice broadcast service
they deserve and need on the
eve of the 21st century."

ENGLISH RADIO NETWORKS

In line with the recom-
mendations of the Radio
Development Project of 1983,
the mono and stereo sched-
ules were reorganized to
keep pace with current
listening trends. The goal
was to streamline the sched-
ules and create new pro-
grams for new and younger
listeners, without alienating
established audiences or
undermining the traditional

• concepts of esc service.

It was decided to sched-
ule most information pro-
gramming on the mono net-
work, and most performance
programming, particularly
music, on the FM stereo net-
work because of its higher
audio quality. A number of
programs were rescheduled
or revamped, and a few were
discontinued. More than 15
new programs were devel-
oped to meet a variety of
audience tastes.

A Radio Evolution

It was an eventful and
rewarding year, as the Eng-
lish radio networks success-
fully launched their most
extensive program changes
in 15 years.

New Series

One of the most popular
new programs on the mono
network was Dayshift, a daily
two-hour afternoon show
with playwright and humorist
Erika Ritter as host. Four
new half-hour programs were
introduced on weekday even-
ings to provide some of the
particular kinds of informa-
tion that today's listeners
want. They were Business
World, The Media File, The
Medicine Show and the
sports journalism series The
Inside Track.

A number of programs
were presented on both net-
works. They included the
new two-hour arts and litera-
ture magazine, State of the
Arts, and the new Sunday
series Open House, explor-
ing religious values in the
context of the eighties. An
expanded afternoon news-
cast, Canada At Five,
focused on national affairs
and business news. The new
schedules also included
more. sportscasts, especially
on weekends. And in the tra-
dition of esc radio, a new
comedy team was intro-
duced: The Norm.

New music programming
on the mono network included
three Saturday night pro-
grams for younger listeners:
The Canadian Top 20, Finkle-
man's 45s, and Parka Patrol.
Weekday evenings closed

with Late Night Classics, fol-
lowed by David Lennick's
Night Camp, filling the spot
left vacant by Allan McFee's
retirement from late night
broadcasting. On Sunday, A
Joyful Sound offered a new
and wider perspective on reli-
gious music.

New and very popular on
the stereo network was Disc
Drive, three hours of "wind
down" music for the late
afternoon with host Jurgen
Gothe.

Continuing Programs

The cornerstone programs
of the radio service were still
prominent in the new sched-
ules. Among many examples
- Morningside, with high-
lights now available to more
listeners through evening
repeats; Sunday Morning
with its comprehensive news
analysis and award-winning
documentaries; the popular
current affairs phone-out pro-
gram As It Happens, with its
new host Dennis Trudeau.

Special features in the
Ideas series included The
Riel Commission, a five-hour
historical examination of
the Metis rebellion, starring
Donald Sutherland, and The
Massey Lectures by Doris
Lessing.

In music programming,
which occupies more than
half the stereo schedule,

For the next fiscal year, it is
hoped that radio will see the
benefits of a new operational
planning system which has
been introduced. However,
budget restraints will still
limit the radio networks'
capacity to produce special
programs, to recruit and train
staff, to extend coverage and
to stay abreast of technologi-
cal change.

A lively and attractive advertising campaign for the English
radio service was launched in the summer of 1985.

It was based on the "mind appeal" of CBC radio, and defined
the audience by patterns of interest rather than by traditional
demographics. Advertisements were created to illustrate cac
Radio for the Curious Mind ... the Awakening Mind the
Worldly Mind ... the Sound Mind ... the Driven Mind the Alert
Mind ... the Inquiring Mind ... and the Fertile Mind.

The campaign opened on CBC television where it featured ani-
mated heads which rose into view, with accompanying sound
effects and voice over, to reveal one of these mind sets. Time
was purchased on private television for the radio news spots.
Other media used included transit shelters, outdoor posters,
subway cards, print and, of course, radio.

Research indicated a high degree of public awareness of the
campaign. Almost 20 per cent of the people surveyed who did
not currently listen to CBC radio stated that they were likely to
do so over the next week or so because of interest prompted
by the advertising. The campaign received a number of indus-
try awards. Major recognition came from The Radio Bureau
of Canada, Marketing Magazine, and both the Toronto and
New York Art Directors' Clubs. The international Broadcast
Promotion and Marketing Executives Association asked CBC
to make a presentation on the campaign at its annual seminar.

A Sound Campaign

Financial Constraints

It was a considerable chal-
lenge to create new pro-
grams and schedules in the
face of reduced budgets for
1985-86 and the prospect of
further reductions in 1986-87.
It was only through the redi-
rection of funds and the crea-
tive energies of producers
and artists that the new pro-
gram goals were achieved.

Audience Reaction

Response to the schedule
changes was increasingly
encouraging. At first they
prompted some debate and
concern among regular lis-
teners, but as the season
progressed, many listeners
appeared to be reassured
and audience figures were on
the rise. BBM reports for fall
1985 indicated that English
radio had attracted the
largest share of listeners in
its history. The winter survey
showed a continuation of
this healthy growth. At the
end of the fiscal year the
mono and stereo networks
together were attracting
12.3 per cent of the English-
speaking audience, as com-
pared with 10.9 percent in
the fall of 1985.

Among their
many offerings were broad-
casts from the Edmonton Tri-
Bach Festival, the Montreal
International Jazz Festival,
and five productions of the
Canadian Opera Company.
Bob Kerr's Off the Record,
a particular favourite with
many listeners, celebrated
its 25th anniversary.

Among continuing drama
series was Sunday Matinee,
whose season included six
new plays by Canadian play-
wrights, all women, and
Cranks, a portrait gallery of
Canadian eccentrics. Sports
was represented both in
drama and in direct reports
from such events as the
Canada Summer Games and
the World Hockey Champion-
ships in Prague. CBC Radio
News, in its major morning
and evening newscasts,
hourly summaries and spe-
cialized programs such as
The House, kept listeners
reliably informed about
Canadian and world events.

FRENCH RADIO NETWORKS

Main'Components

CSC French radio con-
sists of three services: the
limited AM network, the FM
stereo network and the basic
AM/FM network.

The limited AM network is
heard only in the six cities
which also receive the CSC's
FM stereo service. Its pro-
gramming, designed for a
general audience, includes
news, current affairs, sports,
popular music and regional
magazine programs. The net-
work is on the air between
6 a.m. and midnight, and can
be heard by about 75 per cent
of the French.speaking
population.

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The FM stereo network,
operating 24 hours a day, is
devoted entirely to classical
music, jazz and spoken cui.

A third service, called the
basic network, is distributed
to locations which cannot
receive complete AM and FM
programming. It offers a
balanced schedule made up
of the main programs from
the AM and FM networks,
and serves about 25 per cent
of the French.speaking popu-
lation.

Schedule Changes

For 1985.86, the FM net.
work was the one that made
the greatest number of
changes. In several cases,
material formerly heard in
various programs throughout
the schedule was consoli.
dated in one program. For
example, Musique en me-
moire combined the objec-
tives of the series Folklore
and Musique des nations.
The new series Musiques
actuelles took over the music
and drama of Alternances
and the works formerly heard
on Musique de notre siecle.

To the existing recitals
and concerts were added a
weekly concert for small
groups, broadcast live on
Tuesdays, and a monthly
lunchtime concert organized
by the program Les Notes
inegales.

As a complement to the
weekly recital Les Jeunes
Artistes, listeners were
offered an additional hour of
conversations with young
soloists, under the same
title. In a similar vein, a new
series called La Tribune de
I'orgue was added to the
weekly recital by Canadian
organists.

On Sunday afternoons,
FM radio set aside a two-
hour period to broadcast pro-
grams of varying content,
including concerts recorded
by the English network and
foreign radio services, and
occasional remote broad-
casts produced in co-opera-
tion with music schools.

Added to the schedule of
cultural programs were two
new productions: the weekly
series En toutes lettres, dedi.
cated exclusively to Quebec
writers and publications,
and Libre parcours, a daily
program on cultural topics in
general.

To mark the CSC's 50th
anniversary, the AM network
offered an exceptional series
entitled Voici Radio-Canada.
This weekly program, total-
ling 150 hours, recalled pro-
grams and events of the
years from 1936 to 1986. The
series began in November
1985 and was scheduled to
run until the following
November.

Specials

From September 8 to 14,
as part of the CSC's "Canada
Week" in its radio and televi.
sion programming, the FM
network devoted all its musi.
cal programming to Cana.
dian composers and per.
formers. And, as it did the
year before, the new season
began with La Folia, a major
Montreal music festival last-
ing 24 hours and involving
some 100 musicians and
singers. Programs from
Ottawa, Quebec City,
Chicoutimi and Moncton
completed the broadcast.

International Youth Year
was observed in a number of
ways.

in the field of dance, theatre
and the visual arts, in addi-
tion to a complete week of
programs dedicated to young
musicians.

Both networks celebrated
the arrival of spring. The FM
network carried four nights
of musical improvisation
from Montreal and nearly a
full day of programs from
Quebec City. On the AM net-
work, the 15 CBC stations
took part together in a spe-
cial four-hour live broadcast.

Foreign Exchanges and
Co-productions

In addition to the regular
exchanges accounting for
about 2,000 broadcast hours,
1985 was the occasion of
several majorco-productions.
As well as Week-end France-
Musique/Radio-Canada FM,
there was Demain 2015, a
day-long broadcast involving
France, Belgium, Switzerland
and Canada. Its theme was
the world in 30 years, as seen
by today's young people.
Rencontre de chant choral
presented Belgian, French,
Swiss and Canadian choirs,
and there was a series of
20 programs on the history
of radio in the member coun-
tries of the Communaute des
radios publiques de langue
franr;aise. This series led to
the publication of a book,
La Guerre des ondes.

With the European Broad-
casting Union, the FM net-
work co-produced the series
Eurojazz, Saison de concerts
UER and Echanges de chants
de Noel, and with the Conseil
international des radios-
televisions d'expression
franr;aise (CIRTEF), a series
of nine programs for young
people. In all, over 200 pro-
grams were co-produced
with the CRPLF, EBU and
CIRTEF.

Audience Success

During the BBM survey in
the fall of 1985, the French
AM network was reaching
about 821,000 listeners
weekly (20 per cent more
than in the fall of 1984) and
the FM network was reach-
ing close to 365,000 (322,000
the year before). Over the
same period, French radio
accounted for 10.4 per cent
of listening among franco-
phones, or 22 per cent more
than in the fall of 1984.

In the spring of 1985,
listeners as a whole spent
8,834,000 hours weekly
listening to CBC French
Radio. This is the highest
total of listening hours in the
past four years.

On May 11 and 12, 1985, listeners in Canada and France were
invited to a unique event in the history of radio: 48 hours of
Canadian music programming broadcast at the same time by
the France-Musique network of Radio France and the French
FM network of the CSC,

This initiative by the Communaute des radios publiques de
langue franr;:aise was designed to introduce to France the com-
posers, performers and general musical life of French Canada,

The programming, all produced in Canada, included classical
music, modern music and jazz, with performances by a great
many Canadian singers and musicians. Programs came mainly
from the network centre in Montreal, but the stations in
Ottawa, Quebec City, Chicoutimi, Moncton and Toronto also
contributed several segments,

Throughout the weekend, 17 CSC hosts in turn shared the
microphone with visiting broadcasters from France. The
experience enabled the broadcast teams from both countries
to compare their working methods and to share their ideas
about music programming.

For the French listeners, this was an opportunity to become
acquainted with the development and vitality of musical life in
Canada. Judging by the positive response from CSC listeners,
the experience was just as rewarding for them.

A similar operation will eventually be conducted to introduce
Canadians to the world of music in France.

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curling, and top horse racing
events from Canada, the U.S.
and Britain. Regular sports
coverage on the network in-
cluded CFL Football, Expos
Baseball and, for the 33rd
season, Hockey Night
in Canada.

The Canadian classic Anne of Green Gables won even more
hearts in a two.part, four.hour co-production on CBC television
on December 1 and 2,1985. Soon after the telecast, ratings
confirmed what the critics had predicted - the program was
a colossal hit.

It allracted an unprecedented 4.9 million viewers for the first
episode (a 47 per cent share of all English-station viewing), and
5.8 million (a 56 per cent share) for the second. Those figures
made it the most popular Canadian television drama ever
produced. It then went on to further acclaim for its showing on
PBS stations in the United States.

Work on the film began in 1984 when producer.director Kevin
Sullivan and his company, Sullivan Films, obtained rights to
the novel from the estate of the author, Lucy Maud Mont-
gomery. He and co-writer Joe Wiesenfeld worked on the adap-
tation, with CBC production executive Nada Harcourt consult-
ing with them on all aspects of the script and the production.
The two principal co.production partners were CBC Television
and PBS Wonderworks. Additional funding was obtained from
TV 60 Munich/ZDF (the German national network), Toronto's
CITY.TV and Telefllm Canada.

The story of the irrepressible redheaded orphan Anne Shirley,
who is adopted by an elderly spinster and her bachelor brother
living on Prince Edward Island, was first published in 1908. The
characters of that gentler time came glowingly to life in a cast
that included Colleen Dewhurst and Richard Farnsworth as
Marilla and Mallhew Cuthbert, and Toronto-born actress
Megan Follows as the unanimous choice for Anne after audio
tioning nearly 3,000 young girls in a cross-country search.

There have been other film and television versions of Anne of
Green Gables, but this particular one - so engaging for the
audience and so faithful to the spirit of the book - has
assured itself a place in Canadian broadcasting history.

News and Current Affairs

The 1985-86 season pro-
vided an opportunity to
strengthen existi ng pro-
grams such as LeTeiejournal,
Le Point, Impacts, Science-
realite and Dossiers, and to
introduce two new series,
Ecran-temoin and Le sens
des affaires.

Regional contributions to
network information pro-
grams increased. Some
regions, notably Toronto and
Regina, deserve particular
mention for the number and
quality of their contributions.

Drama

Five new regular series
were launched, including
three in-house productions
(Paul, Marie et les enfants,
L 'Agent fait Ie bonheur, and
La Cie des champs) and two'
independent Canadian pro-
ductions (Un amourde quar-
tier and Manon). There were
also two Canadian mini-
series, Le Crime d'Ovide
Plouffe and Louisiane, and
the French version of a Cana-
dian series from the English
network, Cap Danger(Danger
Bay).

The drama section of
Beaux Dimanches featured
several of Canada's best
actors in such outstanding
plays as the Edmond Rostand
classic, Cyrano de Bergerac,
and Antonine Maillet's Evan-
geline Deusse. In all, there
were seven in-house produc-
tions, three outside produc-
tions and one co-production
with Switzerland.

Variety and Serious Music

Among the new develop-
mentsin variety was the
comedy series Samedi de
rire. It alternated with the
Juste pour rire festival broad-
cast once a month. The
schedule also included
Vedettes en direct, created
by the CBC to encourage
new singers and songwriters.

The daily program Alia
Bou Bou, which for years had
been shown in the early after-
noon, was redesigned as a
prelude to the evening with
the title Le Train de 5 heures.

Beaux Dimanches offered
an exceptional choice of spe-
cials, concerts and galas.
They included the Gala
Excellence 85 de La Presse,
the Gala de I'ADISQ and the
Gala 15e anniversaire de
Loto-Quebec, all of which
obtained an audience share
of over 60 per cent among
franco phone viewers.

Seventeen new titles (in-
cluding 13 original produc-
tions) were included in the
schedule; seven programs
were rescheduled; and three
programs made changes in
format or content.

The season opened with a
full week of Canadian pro-
grams, and later in the year
there was another innovative
week in which the regular
evening schedule gave way
to consecutive episodes of
certain special programs or
mini-series.

Canadian Content and
Co.Productions Increase

During the fall and winter
season of 1985-86, the aver-
age Canadian content of net-
work programming on CBC
French television reached an
unprecedented level: 79 per
cent in the evening and
70 per cent for the day as a
whole.

Most of the Canadian pro-
grams came from the net-
work centre in Montreal, but
the contribution made by
independent producers con-
tinued to grow. In categories

An Old Friend and a New One

Nicole Leblanc and Jean Besre in Le Temps d'une paix.

In October 1984 Pierre Dufresne, the popular actor who played
the role of Joseph.Arthur in French Canada's favourite televi-
sion serial, Le Temps d'une paix, suffered a heart attack. He
was ordered to rest for at least three months. The new season
was to begin in a week and several episodes remained to be
completed. Dufresne's presence was crucial. What should
be done?

Almost immediately the decision was made: the broadcast of
Le Temps d'une paix was cancelled for the 1984-85 season. A
few weeks later, Pierre Dufresne died - a loss that was deeply
felt by viewers and colleagues alike.

For the CBC's French network there was not only a loss but
a dilemma. In the eyes of the public, Pierre Dufresne was
Joseph-Arthur, and Le Temps d'une paix without Joseph-
Arthur was unthinkable.

Consideration was given to ending the program, but the idea
was rejected. Le Temps d'une paix would remain and so would
Joseph-Arthur. The series would go back on the air in the fall of
1985, in a one-hour format. Meanwhile, no one knew who was
going to replace Pierre Dufresne.

There was plenty of speculation among viewers and in the
press. Contrary to all expectations, producer Yvon Trudel
assigned the role to Jean Besre, an experienced actor but one
completely unlike Dufresne in appearance. The announcement
received a mixed reaction, but everyone agreed that the new
actor should be given a chance.

Jean Besre rose to the occasion. He did not try to imitate
Pierre Dufresne. Rather, he created a new Joseph-Arthur, and
the television audience was won over. Viewers remained faith-
ful to Le Temps d'une paix.

With a weekly average of 2.4 million television viewers - or
three-quarters of the francophone audience - this popular
teleroman quickly regained first place among all the regular
programs broadcast on French.language television in Canada .

Again this year, the pro-
grams most watched on the
French network were Cana-
dian productions by the CBC
or independent producers.

From the beginning of the
season to March 31, 1986,
the CBC's share of all
French-station viewing dur-
ing prime time remained
steady at 46 per cent, the
same level as in 1984-1985.

As for the viewing of Cana-
dian programs in particular,
the French network recorded
a prime time share of 56 per
cent in the 1985 calendar
year, compared with 54 per
cent in the previous year.

Something new for chil-
dren: the series Felix et
Cibaulette, produced by the
CBC in Quebec City, is now
shown daily; it obtained an
average 69 per cent share
of viewing by francophone
viewers between the ages
of 2 and 11. Also, the new
family television serial Paul,
Marie et les enfants attracted
an average of 1.3 million
viewers weekly.

The English and French
networks continued to com-
bine their efforts for the
coverage of special events
and for some co-productions
such as The Defence of
Canada, co-produced with
the National Film Board and
shown on both networks.

In general, the viewing
of information programs
increased. On average,
from Monday to Friday, the
audience share for Le
Teilijaurnal rose by two
points (from 41 to 43 per
cent) and its average
audience by six per cent
(from 826,000 to 874,000).
Similarly, the audience share
for Le Point rose from 36 to
38 per cent and its average
audience increased by four
per cent (from 619,000 to
646,000).

Le oMi mandial, an excep-
tional Canadian series pro-
duced with state-of-the-art
techniques, attracted wide-
spread interest and impres-
sive audiences: more than
one million viewers, on aver-
age, for each of the six one-
hour episodes shown on
consecutive evenings.

A great deal of network
programming - some 45 per
cent on the mono network
and nearly 70 per cent on
stereo-came from regional
production points. It ranged
from full program series
such as Winnipeg's The
Radio Show and Montreal's
Cross Country Checkup to
regional inserts in Toronto
productions such as Sunday
Morning and Symphony Hall.

there were some notable
audience gains over the
previous year. Early morning
programs did particularly
well, with a number of sta-
tions achieving first or sec-
ond place in highly competi-
tive markets.

French Services
Objectives

All regional stations
shared the same program-
ming priorities: the morning
radio program (from 6 to
9 a.m.) and the television
newscast at 6 p.m. Similarly,
all stations were asked to
look for ways of increasing
the quantity and the overall
quality of their network con-
tributions. These priorities
determined the main criteria
for allocating financial
resources, diminished by
budget cuts and a drop in
purchasing power.

Through the regional
exchange system, nearly
3,000 individual programs or
program episodes were
shown outside thei r own
areas on other CBC stations.

National series were intro-
duced by regional television
in conjunction with the net-
work. Locally produced epi-
sodes from across the coun-
try contributed to the drama
anthology The Way We Are,
and to visits with Canadian
personalities on Gzowski
and Co. In addition, the vari-
ety series Country West was
produced in Regina. All three
series were telecast on all
CBC-owned and operated
stations, and will return next
year.

Other contributions to the
network schedules included
Halifax's Ready Aye Ready,
saluting the 75th anniversary
of the Canadian Navy, and
Five Days Wide, glimpses of
life in different areas of the
country, presented during
the "Canada Week" which
opened the fall season.

Radio

Budget cuts affected
radio programming. In many
parts of the country, local
programming at the weekend
and in weekday lunchtime
periods was replaced by
regional broadcasts. How-
ever, information program-
ming remained the priority,.
and in the major local peri-
ods on weekdays (morning,
noon and late afternoon)

Ratings increased in
individual markets. Locally-
produced prime-time pro-
grams attracting large
audiences included Ottawa's
Country Report, on the
Ottawa Valley's people and
places, Winnipeg's Break-
away, about people and their
hobbies, and Vancouver's
current events show, Pacific
Report. Another popular
presentation was Switch-
back, a live magazine and
variety show for children and
teenagers. Seven CBC loca-
tions produced their own dis-
tinctive versions based on
the same general format.

Canadian or international
awards were won by a num-
ber of programs, including
Regina's Distant Battles,
recalling the Northwest
Rebellion of 1885, and the
Calgary program Crossfire,
for its debate on free trade.

Television

Substantial budget cuts
required regional television
to establish major program
priorities, and, as far as pos-
sible, to concentrate reduc-
tions in the managerial,
design and Clerical areas.
There was also a greater
emphasis on inter-regional
co-production to reduce
costs.

Stations continued to
improve the quality of their
news and current affairs
programming. In most
regions, supper hour pro-
grams maintained the sub-
stantial audience gains of
the past two years, and in
some locations there were
further increases. An average
quarter-hour audience of
more than 1.3 million viewers
across the country now
watches the CBC's local
supper hour programs.

The 10th anniversary
of the James Bay Agreement
was closely covered, along
with traditional native
hockey tournaments at
Val d'Or and Roberval.

Regional radio is close to its audience - and one important
way of keeping in touch is with radio 'remotes'. Local CBC
stations regularly take their programs on location to commu-
nity events, and often reflect the spirit of the occasion with
ideas and contributions of their own.

In St. John's, for example, hundreds of people attended CBN's
Morning Show when it went on location to Signal Hill as part of
the Parks Canada centennial celebrations in June, 1985. Host
Peter Miller and his guests focused on Newfoundland's parks
and historic sites, and the significance of local landmarks. The
Director of Parks and Recreation reported on local activities
taking place to mark the centennial.

In July, Edmonton AM held its third Klondike Breakfast on
location during Edmonton's annual Klondike Days celebra.
tions. Co-hosts John Hanlon and Sumire Sugimoto interviewed
a local historian about Edmonton's role during the gold rush
and talked with local performers in the costume of entertainers
from Klondike days. More than 2,500 people turned out for the
CBC event.

The radio remotes of CBC French stations included a Quebec
City program from a bus, Winnipeg's visit to the Festival du
voyageur, and Sudbury's broadcast to the a.ntario network
from the yearly music festival La Nuit sur I'Etang.

Radio in the Community

For the first time, northern
television provided same day
coverage of the Arctic Winter
Games from Whitehorse and
live coverage of the Yukon
general election.

The Northern Quebec Ser-
vice improved its television
and radio service to Cree and
Inuit residents through the
use of new satellite facilities.

Northern Service
The CBC Northern Ser-

vice, broadcasting in Eng-
lish, French and eight native
languages and dialects,
serves the special needs of
Dene, Indian, Inuit, Metis and
non-native groups in the
Yukon, the Northwest Terri-
tories, and Northern Quebec.

In radio, a bureau was
opened in Kuujjuaq (Fort
Chimo) to better serve the
Inuit communities of Arctic
Quebec; a new production
centre was constructed
in Frobisher Bay (Iqaluit);
and the Frobisher station
celebrated its 25th anniver-
sary. A documentary on
youth suicide won the North-
ern Service's first Gabriel
Award, and special coverage
was given to regional events
such as the Yukon general
election, the Arctic Winter
Games and the annual meet-
ing of Inuit Tapirisat of
Canada.

The popular television
series Focus North and
Northland were carried in
southern cities as part of
regional exchange. Other
continuing programs were
The Dene Series, produced in
five native languages, and
the Inuit series Tarqravut.

Among the major meas-
ures in support of this joint
effort was the training and
development program of-
fered to managers and key
production personnel. Also,
a detailed inventory and a
comparative analysis were
made of resources available
at all regional locations.

Radio

Two specific objectives
were achieved. The first was
to improve the quality and
relevance of the morning pro-
gram across the country.
This meant giving the pro-
grams a tone and style which
listeners can readily identify,
no matter where they are.
The second objective was to
set up inter-regional circuits
for program distribution.
These circuits permit more
frequent exchanges between
regions, and they also facili-
tate the distribution of net.
work programs.

Television

As a result of a realloca-
tion of financial resources,
improvements were made to
both presentation and con-
tent of all regional supper
hour programs by replacing
film with electronic news
gathering equipmenLln addi.
tion, every effort was made
to maintain the diversity
of regional programs by
increasing co-operation
and exchanges.

For example, Contre-
champ, a regional events
program co-ordinated in Que-
bec City, was shown on all
regional stations. It cele-
brated its 10th anniversary in
January. Autoroute electro-
nique, a combination of
western-produced elements,
was broadcast weekly on the
four regional stations in
western Canada. Country
Chaud, co-produced in
Moncton, was also shown
on many regional stations.

Reflecting Canada Abroad

Radio Canada Interna-
tional is Canada's radio voice
to the world. On shortwave,
information programming
presents Canada's eco-
nomic, political, social and
cultural spectrum to an
international audience.
Non-shortwave programs are
produced for leading broad-
casters in the world's major
radio markets.

Shortwave Service

Under its mandate from
the CBC Board of Directors,
RCI consults regularly with
the Department of External
Affairs regarding regional
and language broadcast pri-
orities. Recommendations
have been made for extend-
ing shortwave service to the
Middle East and to Asia and
the Pacific, in particular to
Japan, Soviet Asia, China,
Southeast Asia and India.

Effective March 30, 1986,
broadcast hours to Eastern
Europe were increased in
Russian, Ukrainian and
Polish.

Major goals of increased
programming productivity
and management efficiency
were achieved. Eight hours
of programming weekly were
added without increasing
staff, and some management
functions were combined.

Among important events
reported from a Canadian
perspective were the
Canadian trade mission
to Mexico; the franco phone
summit preparations in
Dakar, Senegal, and the con-
ference itself in Paris; the
Commonwealth Conference
in the Bahamas; the United
Nations' 40th anniversary;
and the 10th anniversary of
the signing of the Helsinki
Accords.

Non-Shortwave Programs

More than 73,000 recorded
programs were shipped on
tape and disc to subscribing
radio stations. Recorded pro-
gram production and distri-
bution has been refined to
increase cost-effective
audience reach. Productions
included:
- volumes 19 to 23 in the

38-volume series Anthol-
ogy of Canadian Music.

- re-release of six record-
ings of Canadian artists
and operas to mark the
International Year of
Canadian Music in 1986.

- a co-production featuring
young pop and jazz quar-
tets to mark International
Youth Year, with Radio
Nederland, Radio Sweden
and Swiss Radio Interna-
tional.

Other specialized non-
shortwave programs were
delivered on tape orvia inter-
national satellite for rebroad-
cast abroad.

- Katimavik Canada,
French, 30 minutes
weekly to a station in
Belgium and a network
in Switzerland.

- Canada Calling, English,
six minutes daily
(November-March) to six
stations in Florida.

- Canadian Journal, Eng-
lish, 30 minutes weekly to
a station in Hong Kong.

- Canada This Week, Japa-
nese, 30 minutes weekly
to a station in Japan.

- Pick of the Pops, English,
a monthly 60-minute pack-
age of English and French
hits, to 25 stations in Latin
America, Europe, the
Pacific and the U.S.

Facilities

Under a maintenance-of-
service program approved in
1982, three new 100-kilowatt
transmitters replaced out-
moded 50-kilowatt units at
Sackville, New Brunswick
in October and were fully
integrated into an expanded
switching matrix in March.
RCI now operates three
100-Kw and five 250-Kw
shortwave transmitters at
Sackville, including two
dedicated to the Northern
Quebec Service.

Under the same program,
and in co-operation with the
BBC, two obsolete relay
transmitters are being
replaced in England to main-
tain the quality of RCI's
signal to Eastern Europe.

Canadian TV Programs
on European Channel

Expo 86

In January 1986, the Minis-
ter of Transport announced
that the CBC had accepted
his invitation to act as
Canada's Broadcast Co-
ordinator for Expo 86, to be
held in Vancouver from
May 2 to October 13. In
preparation for the assign-
ment, CBC set up a special
unit to provide domestic and
foreign broadcasters with
international picture and
sound of major Expo events.

Consortium de television
Quebec Canada

Since January 6, 1986, some three million European house-
holds have been able to enjoy a weekly evening of Canadian
programming on the French-language channel TV 5.

This European network is a partnership of public television
services from France, Belgium and Switzerland. In April 1985,
Canada and Quebec signed an agreement to join the group.

Their participation in TV 5 takes place through the Quebec-
Canada Television Consortium, an agency created for this
purpose with the support of the federal and provincial
Departments of Communications. In addition to the CBC, the
consortium includes Radio-Quebec, TV Ontario, Tele-
Metropole, Tele-Capitale, the National Film Board, Cogeco
and independent producers from Quebec.

The CBC is a particularly active member of the consortium. It
was involved in setting it up, it chairs the consortium and it
oversees the assembling of the programs supplied by the eight
partners.

CTQC programming is shown on Mondays from 7to 10 p.m.,
and is repeated the following Monday from 4 to 7 p.m. It con-
sists of drama and variety, and each participating organization
contributes according to its capacity. For the duration of the
agreement - that is, 1986 - the CBC is supplying some
50 hours, or one-third of the overall Canadian contribution.

TV 5 programming is distributed by satellite and cable in
13 European countries and some countries in North Africa.

At/antide, commissioned by
the French stereo network,
won a special mention in
the Prix Italia competition.
English radio won two Arm-
strong Awards, for Whispers
of Hate, a Sunday Morning
documentary on racism, and
George Orwell: A Radio Biog-
raphy. The award of the Com-
munaute des televisions
francophones (CTF) for inter-
national subjects in news
and documentary went to
Afrique du Sud: Quatre por-
traits, a four-part report from
Le Point. English TV winners
included the co-production
Anne of Green Gables and
Glenn Gould: A Portrait. Both
were first in their categories
at the San Francisco Film
Festival.

Training and Staff
Exchanges

The English TV network
provided training in news
and science production to
broadcasters in St. Kitts and
Malaysia, and received news
trainees from Barbados,
Nigeriaand Chile. The
French radio service con-
tinued its regular exchanges
of hosts, producers and jour-
nalists with members of
CRPLF and the Conseil
International des radios-
televisions d'expression
franr;aise (CIRTEF).

CBC entries in interna-
tional program competitions
won a number of awards. For
example, the Canadian work

of special co-productions
(see French Radio Net.
works). French network con-
certs by the Montreal Sym.
phony Orchestra were much
in demand by foreign broad-
casters, as were the English
networks' special programs
on the Bach and Handel
300th anniversaries. Other
exchanges included the
presentation on Dutch tele.
vision of 10 hours of CBC
French and English program.
ming, hosted in Dutch by a
CBC announcer. In return, an
evening on the CBC French
network was devoted to
Holland.

Broadcasting
Conferences

CBC representatives
attended a variety of interna-
tional meetings, including
the 5th World Conference of
Broadcasting Unions held in
Prague in February 1986.
This triennial meeting of the
organizations representing
national networks around the
world discussed such topics
as satellite distribution, in-
ternational technical stand-
ards, and the logistics of
covering news events of
world interest.

The 2nd International Con-
ference on Radio News and
Current Affairs, organized by
the European Broadcasting
Union (EBU) and the North
American National Broad-
casters' Association
(NANBA), was held in Berlin
in October 1985. More than
150 delegates attended,
including CBC representa-
tives from French and Eng-
lish radio news. Topics
included media freedom and
restrictions; public attitudes
to radio journalism; new
technologies; and journalism
versus entertainment.

Program Exchanges

In addition to normal pro-
gram exchanges, the 30th
anniversary of the Com-
munaute des radios pub-
Iiques de langue franr;aise
(CRPLF) prompted a number

TV Program Sales

There were notable devel-
opments in institutional
sales, in syndication, and in
domestic and international
home video sales.

Institutional Sales took
over the direct distribution of
CBC French and English pro-
grams from the National Film
Board.

Sales revenues doubled in
the French educational mar-
ket, and quadrupled in the
English market. A Planet for
the Taking was responsible
for a major proportion of this
revenue.

Canadian syndication is a
new undertaking. Fourteen
one-hour variety specials are
currently broadcast by pri-
vate stations in seven major
markets. Programs entered
in U.S. syndication doubled
to over 350 half-hours in
major markets including New
York, Chicago, Los Angeles,
Boston and Cleveland.

Home video successes
were substantial. CBC Enter-
prises released 15 new
French titles on the Cana-
dian market including

20

Duplessis, Bethune, Riel,
Le DMi mondial and Diane
Dufresne: Follement votre.

Of special note was the
success of Tears Are Not
Enough, CBC's production
about the hit Canadian rec-
ord made for African famine
relief. The CBC video was
distributed on a non-profit
basis. Canadian sales of
8,500 units returned some
$85,000 dollars for African
aid.

Two videos reached best-
seller status, each based on
repackaged material largely
from CBC archives. The
Maple and the Crown: the
Royal Family in Canada
and Don Messer's Jubilee
reached a combined sales
total of almost 12,000 copies
in the first quarter following
their release before
Christmas.

There was also significant
growth in the international
home video market, with
major sales of Love and
Larceny, Charlie Grant's War
and Empire Inc. to the U.K.,
Scandinavia, South Africa,
Spain, Greece and the U.S.

Publishing

CBC books appeared
twice on the national best-
seller list. Peter Gzowski's
Morningside Papers was
published by McClelland
and Stewart in association
with CBC Enterprises and
reached the top of the list.
Second place was achieved
by Coronation Street, pub-
lished to mark the 25th
anniversary of a British pro-
gram also popular in Canada.

The CBC Enterprises
French edition of Dallas was
released in Quebec and in
France, and was selected by
the Quebec Loisirs book
club. Children's colouring
books, story books, and
activity books were based
on popular characters from
French network programs.

Audio Products and
Merchandising

tional one for recordings.
The SM5000 classical series
earned two awards, a Juno
from the Canadian Academy
of Recording Arts and
Sciences for Mozart Quartets
by the Orford String Quartet,
and a Grand Prix du disque
from the Canadian Music
Council for Orchestral Suites
of the British Isles by the
Edmonton Symphony
Orchestra. Lorraine Des-
marais, on the new label
Jazzimage, won a Felix from
the Quebec recording indus-
try. The SM5000 series
received many excellent
reviews and sold very well in
its new compact disc format
with eight releases during
the year.

Merchandising activity
greatly increased CBC's
visibility, particularly in
Quebec, with the release of a
line of figurines, toys, and
clothing based on program-
ming. Major chain stores are
now beginning to stock
these items - a precedent
for the CBC.

New System Complete

The CBC has successfully
concluded management of
the four-year, $14 million
OASIS project (Office Auto-
mation Systems and Informa-
tion Services) for the House
of Commons.

Begun in mid-1981 at the
request of the House, the
OASIS project provides the
Parliamentary Precinct with
an integrated, cable-based
Local Area Network (LAN)
that can deliver a variety of
voice, video and data ser-
vices to Members of Parlia-
ment, thei r staffs and the
House administration. It con-
nects some 3,000 potential
users in five main buildings,
with the potential to expand
to three more.

New and improved ser-
vices distributed over the
LAN enable MPs and their
staffs to work more effec-
tively. For example, elec-
tronic mail links over
400 word processors and
hundreds of other terminals
on the Hill with Members'
constituency offices across
Canada. Access to data
bases, including those in the
Telidon format, is possible.
Commercial, institutional
and demand video channels
offer a wide range of current
and archived information.

This unique OASIS com-
bination of LAN and its ser-
vices for the House is one of
the most complex and mod-
ern in the world. The CBC
was responsible for its imple-
mentation in association with
several private Canadian tele-
communications companies.

Advisory Committees

The CBC maintains six
Advisory Committees -
three English and three
French - in the fields of
religion, science and tech-
nology, and agriculture, food
and natural resources.

Each committee has up to
18 members, who are chosen
from the public at large for
thei r expertise in one of the
committee fields and for
their interest in radio and
television. All geograph-
ical areas of the country are
represented. Members serve
three-year terms and their
selection is ratified by the
Board of Directors.

The committees inform
the CBC of developments
in their areas of expertise,
evaluate current programs in
those areas, and make rec-
ommendations for program
planning.

During 1985-86, all the
committees took a close
interest in the work of the
Federal Task Force on
Broadcasting Policy. They
expressed support for public
broadcasting and the role of
the CBC, and several of the
committee chairpersons
appeared before the Task
Force.

In their program review
activities, the French com-
mittees adopted a new evalu-
ation form which was useful
in providing quick feedback
to department heads.

One of the liveliest topics
for the English committees
was the new schedule for
network radio. Committee
members welcomed the
retention of The Food Show
and the introduction of The
Medicine Show, and met
with the producers of Open
House and A Joyful Sound
to discuss the format and
objectives of these new
religious series.

The number of women
on the English committees
increased to 18, out of a total
membership of 48.

Community Relations

CBC was involved in a
variety of outside activities
at the local, regional and
national levels.

Many of the Corporation's
senior management and on-
air personalities appeared as
speakers at conferences,
meetings, seminars, service
clubs, and charitable events.

Senior CBC officials
held meetings with several
national organizations: the
Association of Universities
and Colleges of Canada, the
Canadian Multiculturalism
Council, the Canadian
Association for Adult Edu-
cation. The CBC was also
asked to participate in two
major conferences given by
the Canadian Conference of
the Arts.

With respect to multicul-
turalism, the CBC was in
close contact with federal
agencies regarding planning
for the second phase of the
highly successful Visible
Minorities Training Program.
Several CBC regions held
forums, workshops or news
and current affairs seminars
for ethnic minorities in their
areas.

The general public was
invited to open houses at
CBC regional facilities
across the country in Sep-
tem ber 1985. Ottawa set a
record for the one-day event,
with 22,000 guests.

In addition to the events
which took place under CBC
auspices, many staff mem-
bers donated time and exper-
tise during their free hours
to help community projects
such as hospital fund-
raising, musical events
and amateur theatre.

A Child's
Christmas
in the North

Christmas 1985 was a special time for the CBC Northern
Service and its young viewers in the Yukon, the Northwest
Territories and northern Quebec.

To help carry the joy of the season into the most remote com-
munities, CBC North invited children to send in original
Christmas cards illustrating what the season meant to them.

The invitation brought in more than 1,300 entries from children
aged 2to 15. Responses came from almost all the communi.
ties in the North, and because CBC North is distributed by
Anik satellite, entries were also received from each of the
provinces, and from American viewers in Alaska and even Ohio
and Indiana.

All entries were acknowledged by Northern Service staff, and
over the Christmas season more than 400 were used on televi-
sion as station identifications for CBC North. The winners,
who received kits of professional art supplies, came from the
Northwest Territories, the Yukon, Quebec, British Columbia,
Labrador and Manitoba.

Grade 2 and 3 pupils of Maani Ulujuk School in Rankin Inlet
gained special recognition for a series of drawings illustrating
a simplified version of the Christmas story. CBC North
produced a four-minute story book presentation of these draw-
ings, narrated by a five-year-old girl. It was shown as a special
feature on the Northern Service current affairs series Focus
North, and was seen in southern Canada on a Christmas
edition of the network program Midday.

Results were
very satisfactory.

In Vancouver, tests con-
firmed the feasibility of
establishing a permanent
uplink facility at the regional
broadcast centre there. Con-
struction was started on the
CBC's first permanent satel-
lite receive/transmit earth
station, with completion
expected for early May and
the opening of Expo 86.

FACILITIES

One press report described it as "big, white and filled with
gizmos." The first of CBC's two new state.of.the.art mobile
units was delivered to the English television network centre in
Toronto in December, 1985. As the fiscal year closed, a second
unit was on its way to CBC Edmonton.

Both new mobiles were needed to replace aging vehicles (such
as one built nearly 20 years ago for Canada's centennial) which
could no longer cope with the demands of remote productions.
The new units have made it possible to eliminate many aux-
iliary vehicles which used to be needed at a remote broadcast-
ing site. Set.up and tear-down times have been reduced, as has
the number of technical and production personnel required.
This has resulted in a substantial reduction in operating costs,
and an overall improvement in efficiency.

The shells of the two mobiles were built in London, Ontario to
design specifications from CBC Engineering. Interior equip-
ment was planned and installed by CBC Engineering in
Montreal.

Among the largest in the world at 15 metres long, the mobiles
feature an expandable side in the video production section to
relieve congestion and improve efficiency in this critical area.
Each mobile is equipped with eight cameras, four one.inch
videotape recorders, two digital effects generators, a slide
store, a character generator, a 32-input vision mixer, a 32-input
audio console and a microprocessor-controlled intercom sys-
tem as well as telephone, order-wire and radio communica-
tions facilities.

In use, the new mobiles have been very successful. They pro-
vide a comfortable and efficient environment for the produc-
tion of today's increasingly complex outside broadcasts.

Industrial and Talent
Relations

During 1985-86,the Corpo-
ration was in the process of
renegotiating 28 collective
agreements with 23 differ-
ent bargaining units. At
March 31, seven of these
agreements had been con-
cluded within established
CBC priorities and objec-
tives. The remaining collec-
tive agreements were at vari-
ous stages of the negotiation
or conciliation process.

Staff Planning and
Development

In April 1985 a staffing
and career systems unit was
created as part of the CBC's
emphasis on effective man.
agement of its human
resources. Among other
things, the unit is developing
performance appraisal sys-
tems for all employees and is
designing the Corporation's
employment equity program
to ensure a fair representa-
tion of Canadian society in
the CBC workforce, includ-
ing such groups as the handi-
capped, visible minorities
and native peoples.

Equal Opportunity

An analysis of non-
contract staff shows that
progress has been made in
recent years toward the
objectives of the CBC's
equal opportunity program.
Between 1980 and 1985,
among permanent em-
ployees, the number of men
decreased by about 8.5 per
cent and the number of
women by only about 2.0 per
cent. Among announcers,
announcer-operators and
news personnel the number
of women rose from 213 in
1980 to 308 in 1985, an
increase of more than 44 per
cent. Among management
employees, the total number
of men declined by approxi-
mately 17 per cent from 1980
to 1985, while the total num-
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ber of women in this cate-
gory increased by about
30 per cent. The increased
proportion of women across
the CBC is also reflected at
the most senior levels where
there are now three female
vice-presidents compared
with one in 1980.

Job Evaluation

Work was begun on a
comprehensive review of the
classification of manage-
ment positions across the
Corporation. The review is
due to be completed in 1987.

Staff Adjustment Plans

In order to meet the an.
nounced reduction in Parlia-
mentary funding for all fed.
eral salaries and benefits
over the next five years, the
CBC made plans to eliminate
some 350 positions in 1986.
These will be in addition to
the 1,150 positions elimi-
nated in 1985 as a result of
general budget cuts. In April
1986, permanent positions
on the CBC establishment
totalled 11,458, and the num.
ber of employees was
approximately 11,130.

Early Retirement

The increased use of
early retirement programs in
recent years has brought the
total number of CBC retirees
to 2,700.

Improvement of Service

During the year, many
major information systems
were completed or expand-
ed. The electronic mail sys-
tem now has approximately
1,200 users and the elec-
tronic newsroom service was
greatly expanded across the
Corporation.

To cope with the
increased demand for per-
sonal computer and word
processor systems, informa-
tion centres were set up to
provide training and support.
Close to 1,500 staff were
given training in the use of
this equipment.

Several obsolete com-
puters were replaced with
state-of-the-art technology
and computer capacity was
increased by 50 per cent.
Other services provided
included enhancements to
the sales systems, integra-
tion of TV network schedul-
ing, and installation of a
number of office automation
systems.

The broadcasting world bestows many awards, often to people
in the spotlight or at the top of the production credits. The CSC
President's Awards recognize the individual achievements of
CSC employees, whether they are directly involved with pro-
grams or contributing in some other capacity to the national
broadcasting service.

From 37 candidates nominated for 1985, four winners were
chosen.

Rena Krawagna of Toronto was honoured for her enthusiastic
support of young Canadian filmmakers. As film procurement
officer, she made it possible for their work to be seen on CSC
television-often an important step in their careers.

Sandra Ruhr, senior record librarian in Regina, received her
award for the development of a more efficient record cata-
loguing system. This micro-fiche system has been
implemented in 15 CSC record libraries across the country.

Robert Major, a technical instructor in Montreal, was recog-
nized for his contribution to a versatile captioning system for
the hearing-impaired. He succeeded in improving both the
technology and the software for existing captioning facilities.

Ed Marshall, senior technician in Toronto, received the award
for his overall contribution to audio recording and broadcast-
ing over the past 20 years. His work has included orchestral
concerts, recordings in CSC's SM5000 series, and major public
events.

In addition to these activi-
ties, the office handled com-
plaints from the public,
co-operated with a special
committee of UNESCO and
maintained contact with its
own counterparts in the
United States and Europe.
Several talks on the CSC's
activities regarding the por-
trayal of women were given
in Canada and the United
States to university groups
and at various other
meetings.

An Active Year

For the Office of the Por-
trayal of Women, the year
was a particularly active one.

Following the appointment
of a new co-ordinator in July,
strategy sessions were con-
ducted with senior manage-
ment, and regular awareness
meetings were organized
with production staff.

The office also conducted
a number of research proj-
ects. They included a study
to measure the percentage
of women in network and re-
gional radio and television
programming during the
1985-86 season; research on
the percentage of female
interviewees on French radio
and television information
programs in 1984-85; and a
survey to determine audi-
ence perceptions of the
portrayal of women.

A number of tools, includ-
ing a calendar listing histori-
cal female figures, were pre-
pared for use by employees.
The language guidelines
adopted a few years ago
were expanded, and sum-
maries were distributed of
the CSC's 1984 report to the
CRTC.

The office's major proj-
ect was the preparation of
proposals to integrate objec-
tives regarding the portrayal
of women into the Corpora-
tion's general objectives.
These proposals included
an action plan that would
enable the CSC to carry
out a regular assessment of
the progress made and of
what remains to be done.
They were presented and
approved at a meeting of
the Soard of Directors in

Financial Overview

Introduction

Financial System

In the course of 1985/86 the Corporation experienced difficulties in the design and implementa-
tion of a new national financial system. The system was intended to remedy problems identified by
the management of the Corporation and underlined by the Comprehensive Audit of the Corporation
completed by the Auditor General in May 1984.

The Corporation operates a multitude of radio and television services in numerous locations in
the country. The objective of the new system is to provide accounting practices which reflect those
activities in a coherent and consistent manner and to provide managers with the tools necessary for
decision making and accountability.

A first step was the development and implementation of a new computer-based National Finance
System including a general ledger, a budgetary control and an accounts payable system.

Faults in systems design and implementation became evident during the year and caused prob-
lems in meeting management requirements and the statutory obligations of the Corporation. The
Corporation decided therefore on an independent review of the difficulties in its financial manage-
ment. In August 1986 it retained, after consultation with the Auditor General, the services of a group
of prominent accountants to conduct this review and to recommend appropriate solutions.

Funding

It should be noted that the 1985/86 Estimates originally accepted by Treasury Board, which
included increases over 1984/85 for salary price increases and other specifically agreed items, were
subsequently reduced by $85.0 million, resulting in the Parliamentary appropriations noted below.

Source of operating funds - $1,031.1 million
Parliamentary appropriations totalled $789.6 million. This amount compares with a $799.5 million

of last year ($808.5 million minus $9.0 million special funding voted to finance the cost of the Host
Broadcasting function for the Papal Visit), a decrease of $9.9 million in appropriations.

Other income totalled $241.5 million. This consisted of advertising income of $218.4 million, plus
miscellaneous other of $23.1 million. Other income represents 23.4% of the Corporation's total
operating funds.

Application of operating funds
Total operating expense was $1,052.3 million. $53.0 million represents expense not requiring cur-

rent operating funds, such as depreciation. Expense requiring current operating funds comprised
the difference of $999.3, plus $15.7 million related to the current year's production labour and over-
head allocated to inventory, plus last year's deficit of $9.8 million for a total of $1,024.8 million. With
current operating funds of $1,031.1 million, the final result is a surplus at the end of the year of
$6.3 million to be carried forward.

The total operating expense of $1,052.3 million represents a decrease of $48.2 million from
1984/85.

Capital funds provided
The net parliamentary appropriation for capital expenditures for 1985/86 was $64.8 million, a
decrease of $26.7 million over the previous year.

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Auditor's Report

To the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation
and
The Minister of Communications

I have examined the balance sheet of the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation as at
31 March 1986 and the statements of income and expense and operating parliamentary
appropriations, proprietor's equity account and changes in financial position for the
year then ended. My examination was made in accordance with generally accepted
auditing standards, and accordingly included such tests and other procedures as I
considered necessary in the circumstances, except as explained in the following
paragraph.

As outlined in Note 13 to the financial statements, the serious problems experi-
enced by the Corporation during the implementation of phase one of the National
Finance System resulted in the Corporation being unable to maintain adequate
accounting records and internal control. Because of the nature and extent of these
problems and the abnormally large volume of accounting entries that had to be
processed through the newly introduced system, I was unable to complete my audit.

In view of the possible material effects on the financial statements of the matters
discussed in the preceding paragraph, I am unable to express an opinion as to whether
these financial statements are presented fairly in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles.

Further, as mentioned above and outlined in Note 13 to the financial statements,
because of difficulties experienced during the implementation of phase one of the
National Finance System, in my opinion, the Corporation did not maintain proper
books of account from which these financial statements have been prepared.

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Major leasehold improvements are capitalized and amortized over the term of the lease
to a maximum period of five years. Amounts included in uncompleted capital projects
are transferred to the appropriate fixed asset classification upon completion, and are
then depreciated according to the Corporation's policy. Gains and losses on disposals
of fixed assets are credited or charged to the Proprietor's Equity Account.

(f) Capital leases

The assets and related obligations for capital leases are recorded at an amount equal
to the present value of future lease payments. Assets recorded under capital leases
are amortized on the straight-line method over the estimated useful life of the assets
or based on the lease term as appropriate. Obligations under capital leases are
reduced by rental payments net of imputed interest.

(g) Employee termination benefits and vacation pay

Employee termination benefits and vacation pay are expensed as benefits accrue to
employees under their respective terms of employment.

(h) Pension plan

The cost of funding current service pension benefits is charged to operations as
incurred. Unfunded liabilities as determined by actuarial valuation are funded by pay-
ments which are charged to operations over periods recommended by the actuaries
and in accordance with regulatory requirements. Additional payments are charged to
operations as made.

(i) Parliamentary appropriations

Parliamentary appropriations for operating expenditures are recorded as income.
Net parliamentary appropriations for capital and working capital are credited to the
Proprietor's Equity Account.

$27.0 million).
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9. Pension plan

The Corporation's pension plan covers substantially all continuing employees.
The charge to operations for the cost of the plan for the year ended March 31, 1986
was $38.9 million (1985 - $38.2 million). As at March 31,1986, the present value of the
estimated unfunded liabilities was $118.8 million based on the actuarial valuation at
December 31,1983.

In accordance with the regulations of the Pension Benefits Standards Act, the Corpo-
ration is liquidating the unfunded liability over a period ending December 31,2006.

10. Contingencies

In the ordinary course of business, various claims and lawsuits have been brought
against the Corporation. In the opinion of management, the losses, if any, which may
result from the settlement of these matters are not likely to be material and accordingly
no provision has been made in the accounts of the Corporation.

11. Income tax

The Corporation is a prescribed Federal Crown corporation under Part LXXI of the
Income Tax Regulations and is subject to the provisions of the federal Income Tax Act.
However, the Corporation has incurred losses for income tax purposes in prioryears,
which were applied against the taxable income of the current year.

As at March 31,1986, the loss carry-forward for income tax purposes is $3.0 million,
which, if unused, would expire on March 31,1992.

12. Related party transactions

The Corporation is related in terms of common ownership to all Government of Canada
created departments, agencies and Crown corporations and is mainly financed by Parlia-
ment of Canada. Transactions with Canada are outlined in notes 5 and 6.

During the year, transactions with these related departments, agencies and Crown
corporations were normal business transactions on normal trade terms applicable to all
individuals and enterprises.

13. New National Finance System

As part of its commitment to improve the management information function, the
Corporation initiated the development of the National Finance System (NFS) the objec-
tives of which are to integrate the financial management and reporting functions across
the CBC. The NFS is a very complex, fully integrated accounting and management infor-
mation system which was designed to include nine different modules, each one address-
ing a major financial management aspect of the operations. The Corporation's plan was
to introduce these modules in three phases over the years, starting with phase one in
1985-86. The three modules included in phase one are (1) the general ledger, (2) budgetary
control and (3) accounts payable and purchase order control.

In proceeding with the implementation of phase one during 1985-86, the Corporation
continued to operate and rely on the accuracy of the sub-systems that were not affected
by this major initiative. The national payroll, the performers' payroll and the revenue
systems are the most important of these sub-systems. Unfortunately, a number of very
serious difficulties have been experienced in the implementation of phase one and in the
maintenance of proper books of account during the transition period. As a result, an unex-
pectedly large volume of accounting entries have been recorded in special accounts that
required detailed analyses and corrections before proper accounting could be achieved.
As a consequence, the Corporation has not been able to maintain the proper degree of
internal control it had planned for, nor has the NFS been able to produce regular, timely
and reliable financial information and reports.
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In light of these difficulties, the Corporation decided in mid-1985 to stop all further
development activities of the six remaining modules included in phases two and three of
the project until it becomes entirely satisfied that the first three modules are functioning
as intended. In January 1986, management initiated a number of measures designed to
ensure all the transactions were legitimate, appropriate and recorded properly. Manage-
ment believes that in the circumstances these financial statements constitute the best
representation of the financial situation of the Corporation.

14. Change in accounting policy - revised method of cost allocation for
indirect program production labour and overhead expense

Commencing with the beginning of the 1985/86 fiscal year, the Corporation as a part of
its new National Finance System modified its method of accounting with respect to the
allocation of the indirect program production labour and overhead expense to programs
produced and transmitted. These costs are now allocated on the basis of a rate for each
production centre, equal to the ratio of total direct to total indirect program costs, in lieu
of bases employed in the preceding year. The changed basis has been applied prospec.
tively effective 1 April 1985 for both television and radio.

To provide for greater consistency and uniformity, radio production labour and over-
head are now accounted for on the same basis as television. This change has the effect of
allocating a $4.5 million increase to radio program inventory on the balance sheet, with a
corresponding decrease in radio program broadcast on the statement of income and
expense.

The impact of this change of accounting policy on this year's financial statements and
on the 1985 comparative figures cannot be determined because of the discontinuance of
the previous accounting systems.

14. Changement des pratiques comptables - methode revisee d'allocation

A compter du debut de I'exercice 1985-1986, la Societe, dans Ie cadre de son nouveau
Systeme financier national, a modifie sa methode comptable en ce qui concerne I'alloca-
tion des depenses indirectes de main-d'oeuvre pour la production des emissions et pour
les frais generaux des emissions realisees et diffusees. Ces couts sont maintenant affec-
tes en fonction d'un taux correspondant a chaque centre de production, egal au rapport
du cout direct total au cout indirect d'emissions, pour rem placer les bases utilisees
I'annee precedente. La nouvelle base a ete appliquee a partir du 1er avril 1985 pour la
television et la radio.

Pour assurer une plus grande uniformite, les frais generaux et les couts de main-
d'oeuvre de la production radio sont maintenant comptabilises comme ceux de la televi-
sion. Ces changements permettent d'augmenter de 4,5 millions de dollars I'allocation de
I'inventaire des emissions radio au bilan, avec une diminution correspondante de la
diffusion des emissions radio sur I'etat des revenus et des depenses.

L'impact de ce changement des pratiques comptables sur les etats financiers de cette
annee et sur les chiffres comparatifs de 1985 ne peut etre determine en raison de la rup-
ture avec les anciens systemes comptables.
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9. Caisse de retraite

10. Eventualites

Dans Ie cours normal des affaires, diverses revendications et poursuites ont ete inten.
tees contre la Societe. La direction estime que les pertes, s'i1yen a, qui peuvent resulter
du reglement de ces litiges ne seront probablement pas importantes et il n'en a pas ete
fait mention dans les comptes de la Societe.

11. Impets sur Ie revenu

En tant que societe d'Etat, Radio.Canada est assujetlie aux dispositions de la Loi
federale de I'impet sur Ie revenu en vertu de la partie LXXI du Reglement de I'impet sur Ie
revenu. Cependant, au cours d'exercices anterieurs, la Societe a subi des pertes fiscales
qui sont reportees et ont ete reduites du revenu imposable de I'exercice courant.

Au 31 mars 1986, les pertes reportees pour fins d'impet totalisaient 3,0 millions. Au cas
ou ces pertes ne seraient pas utilisees, elles expireraient Ie 31 mars 1992.

12. Operations entre organismes apparentes

La Societe est apparentee directement, en propriete commune, a tous les ministeres
du gouvernement canadien, organismes et societes d'Etat et elle est financee principale.
ment par Ie Parlement du Canada. Les operations conclues avec Ie Canada sont indi-
quees dans les notes 5 et 6.

Les operations conclues au cours de I'exercice avec les ministeres, organismes et
societes d'Etat apparentes decoulaient de I'exploitation courante, sans influence ni
importance particuliere, et selon I'usage commercial courant applicable a toutes les
personnes et entreprises.

13. Nouveau Systeme financier national

La Societe s'etant engagee a ameliorer la fonction d'information de gestion, elle a
entrepris I'elaboration d'un nouveau Systeme financier national (SFN) dont I'objectif est
d'integrer les fonctions de gestion et de rapports financiers dans toute la Societe. Le SFN
est un systeme tres complexe, totalement integre d'information comptable et de gestion
qui devrait com prendre neuf modules differents dont chacun traite d'un aspect important
de la gestion financiere des activites. La Societe avait I'intention d'introduire ces
modules en trois etapes au cours des annees, en commen9ant par la premiere etape en
1985-1986. Les trois modules de la premiere phase sont 1) Ie grand livre, 2) les contreles
budgetaires et 3) Ie contrele des bons de commande et des comptes fournisseurs.

Tout en commen9ant la mise en oeuvre de la premiere etape en 1985-1986, la Societe a
continue de dependre sur I'exactitude des sous-systemes qui n'etaient pas touches par
cetle nouvelle initiative. Le systeme de la paie nationale, la paie des artistes et les sys-
temes de revenu sont les plus importants de ces sous-systemes. Malheureusement,
nous avons connu un certain nombre de graves difficultes dans la mise en oeuvre de la
premiere phase et dans la tenue des livres comptables pendant la periode de transition.
C'est pourquoi un volume d'inscriptions beaucoup plus important que prevu a ete porte
dans des comptes speciaux qui necessitent des analyses et des corrections detaillees
avant de pouvoir terminer la comptabilite. Par consequent, la Societe n'a pu maintenir Ie
degre de contrele interne qu'elle avait prevu tandis que Ie SFN n'a pas ete en mesure
de produire regulierement des renseignements et des rapports financiers fiables et en
temps opportun.

1. Pouvoirs et objectif

La Societe Radio-Canada a ete constituee en vertu des Lois sur la radiodiffusion de
1936,1958 et 1968. Elle est un agent de Sa Majeste et tout bien qu'elle acquiert devient la
propriete de cette derniere.

L'objectif de la Societe consiste a creer et a offrir un service national de diffusion a
tous les Canadiens dans les deux langues officielles, a la television et a la radio, ainsi
qu'un service international, Ie contenu et Ie caractere de ces deux services devant etre
principalement canadiens.

Introduction
Systeme financier

En 1985-1986, la Societe a connu des difficultes dans la conception et I'introduction de son nou.
veau systeme financier national. Le systeme a ete co nyu pour remedier aux problemes que la direc-
tion de la Societe, de meme que Ie Verificateur general dans sa verification integree en mai 1984,
avaient deja soul ignes.

La Societe exploite une multitude de services de radio et de television dans de nombreux
endroits du pays. L'objectif du nouveau systeme est donc de permettre des pratiques comptables
qui refletent les activites de fayon coherente et uniforme et d'offrir aux gestionnaires les outils
necessaires pour prendre leurs decisions et assumer leurs responsabilites.

La premiere etape a consiste a elaborer et mettre en oeuvre un nouveau systeme financier natio-
nal informatise comprenant un grand livre, un contrale budgetaire et un systeme de comptes
crediteurs.

Des defauts dans la conception et I'introduction du systeme sont apparus au cours de I'annee et
ont empeche la direction de repondre a ses exigences de gestion et a ses obligations legales. La
Societe a donc decide qu'une etude independante des difficultes de sa gestion financiere s'impo-
sait. G'est pourquoi en aoOt 1986, apres consultation avec Ie Verificateur general, elle a retenu les
services d'un groupe de comptables de renom charges de realiser cette etude et de recommander
les solutions appropriees.

Financement

II y a lieu de noter egalement que les estimations de 1985-1986 acceptees par Ie Gonseil du
Tresor, comprenant des augmentations par rapport a 1984.1985 en raison des hausses de salaires et
autres articles precisement convenus, ont ete par la suite reduites de 85 millions de dollars, d'ou les
credits parlementaires indiques ci-dessous.

Provenance des fonds d'exploitation - 1 031,1 millions
Les credits parlementaires etaient de 789,6 millions, en regard de 799,5 millions I'an dernier

(808,5 millions moins 9 millions de financement special pour la visite du pape), soit une diminution
des credits de 9,9 millions.

Autres revenus d'un total de 241,5 millions. A savoir des recettes publicitaires de 218,4 millions,
ainsi que divers autres revenus de 23,1 millions. Les autres revenus representent 23,4 % du total des
fonds d'exploitation de la Societe.

Utilisation des fonds d'exploitation
Le total des depenses d'exploitation pour I'exercice etait de 1 052,3 millions. Un montant de

53 millions represente des depenses telles que I'amortissement, ne necessitant pas de sorties de
fonds. Le total des depenses necessitant des sorties de fonds etait constitue de la difference de
999,3 $, plus 15,7 millions correspondant aux frais generaux et de main.d'oeuvre de production affec-
tes aux stocks, plus Ie deficit de 9,8 millions de I'exercice precedent, soit 1 024,8 millions. Les fonds
de I'exploitation courante etant de 1 031,1 millions, on debouche sur un excedent de fin d'exercice
de 6,3 millions a reporter.

Le total des depenses d,exploitation de 1 052,3 millions represente une diminution de 48,2 millions
par rapport a 1984/85.

Les revenus proven ant
des ventes d'emissions edu-
catives en langue fran<;:aise
ont double alors que ceux
relatifs aux emissions en lan-
gue anglaise ont quadruple.
Cette excellente perfor-
mance est en partie attri-
buable au succes de la serie
documentaire A Planet For
The Taking.

La syndication cana-
dienne constitue une pre-
miere. A ce jour, les chaines
de television privees de sept
importants marches diffu-
sent 14 de nos emissions de
varietes d'une duree d'une
heure.

Le Canada et
Ie Quebec s'y joignaient a leur tour lors de la signature d'un
accord de participation en avril 1985.
La participation canado-quebecoise a TV 5 se fait par I'interme-
diaire du Consortium de television Quebec-Canada, un orga-
nisme constitue a cette fin avec I'appui des ministeres des
Communications federal et quebecois.

La programmation, entierement realisee au pays, comprenait
des emissions de musique classique, de musique mod erne et
de jazz auxquelles participaient une pleiade d'artistes cana-
diens, chanteurs et musiciens.

En
Radio-Canada, ils possedent
I'un des systemes de radiote-
levision les plus vastes et les
plus complexes au monde.
Radio-Canada compte six
reseaux nationaux et plus de

sont affilies. Quant a son
rayonnement, il est presque
total au pays qui, rappelons-
